My DEAr LINK, Do [ need any apology for sending
you afew words about the fate Rev. N. M. Waterbury
of Madras? | tiunk not.  He was so0 much a Telugu
missionary that we all loved him and all feel a sense of
loss,

tte wis born m North Adams, Mass., Der. jrd, 18535
was converted when abouat 14 years of age  Studhed for -
medicine in Rochester University, but while there had
his attention turned to the Ministry. He derided to
dedicate his life to his Master, entered the heologicui
Semmary, where he graduated in 1881, While in the
Semmary the question of &t life in a toreign land came
before him.  He decided to offer himself and was accen
ed and sent out to Madras, arriving Nov. 7, 1881, Hé
was just five years and four davy in India.

Bro. Waterbury wis not strong physically,  He havi a
frood presence, and had a pleasing, refined expression,
was a little retiring but by no means repellent, ancephng
advances rather than courtinyg them. He was genidl and
courteous to strangers, but opened his heart only to his
friecnds. He wuas firm i adberenre 0 his nroneiples,
while yenerous in his apimon  of those who ditfered fiom
him. ’

Relynously he was reverent and devout  He was o
real student of God's word, and its demands were un
hesitatingly obeyed whegher understood or nev e
formed his opinions from the Bible rather than ug Rible
by his opinicns.. He drunk i decplv, especially in his
Luer days of the spirit of the word.  Tis grawth tn grace
was manifest to all.

Mentally he was a rare man.  He was nevher suhte
nor profound.  Truth did not lie in his mind cither m
