plenty of rain it will be goud. Potatues
and turnips are Inoking well. Stock is

not  red to any extent. no more than
will supply loeal markets,  Very few
thoroughbred of any kind. Sir \Willlam
Vanhorn has made exwengive brepara-
tlons for brevding thoroughbred stock,
has bullt lurge barns and silos, uad hag
all the applances for that purpase
He hag also gune largely into the poul-
try businegs, having a large number of
different kinds of fowl,

The largest and hest paying ¢tup ralse.
ed in the parishes of St Andrews, St
Croix and viemity ts the turnip ciop.
Thousanids of harrels are gronwn every
year in these places. St Andrews tar.
nips used to be famed for thelr good
quadity, s> muclt -so that vessels golng
into Boston from other placeg with tur.
nips s0ld them for the St Andrews
article. They are not €0 good Wow owe
ing to the manure they are ralsed on.
Feormerly when mussels, seaweed and
barn manurc were used the turnips
were good, but when the itcreage was
increased flsh pomace and phosphate
had to be added. Although a large
crop of large turnips IS grown they
have deteriorated in quality,

Another industry carried on around
St Andrews, Chameonk, St Patrick,
Deer Fsland and Campo Bello, anid pays
well, is the welr fishing for herring,
which is sold to the sardine factories.
These factories are in Lubec, Eustport,
Perry and Rabbinsten, Me. Some of
these welrs cuught from $2000 to 4000
worth of herring laxt summer. Herring
always go where fresh water {s running
out of lakes or rivers Into salt wac‘er.
The cateh was so good last summer
that many more weirs were bwlit this
<pring. Even SIr Wiiliam YVanhorn
bujlt two an the bhack of Ministerg 18-
lard on which he has his summer res-
{dence. So far there have been very few
sish caught thls vear In any of the
awiers.—{John Fryen

Oats unusw Wy
well and wheat outlook encouraging.
Pasturage good since early June. O t-
lavk for potatoes only falr. Frostretara
«d and injured fruft bloom 80 the crop is
backward. Cape Breton crops below
an average coudition, caused by a cold,
wet spring  Upland hay 50 per cvent of
an average crop, intervale 90, potatoes,
other roots, oats and grains not over
90 per cent the usunl crop.

Quebec—Heavy ralng during July
made haying backward in Compton
Co, although an average crop ir re-
putted. Thye graip crop 18 anticipated
to be greater than ever before as more
knowledge I8 being disseminated as to
the proper fertilizing of flelds.—Hay
an average crop in  Huntingdon Co
stmilar to that of last year and all
harvested Aug 1. Grain 18 looking fine
and glves every appearance of an
extra large harvest. Corn held back by
e wet weather of early June fmprove-
ed rapidly during July so there will be
an average crop. Potatoes an ordinary
crop. Apples small around Kelso, but
in some parts of the county the yield
will be larger. The year was suitable
for hees and where properly cared for
by the improved methods a large yleld
of honey {s belng received. Cream-
ory butter sells at 20c, cheese 9%c,
spring hogs 5 to a%c in Montreal mar-
ket but farmers receive 4 to 4%c p tb
Jrom cattle drovers.

Cape Breton—The hay harvest is not
<0 encouraging this year as last. 1t
will come in 7 to 10 days later than
usual June was culd throughout, of-
ten with cold winds, There were fow
nights in Junc without ({rosts on
highland areas The prospects Im-
proved greatlv during late July. Then
the weather turned qQuite warm, and
there were coplous falls of rain. So al-
though the hay crop will not come up
to last year's, yet there will be a fair
vield. Other crops such as_oats and
potatoes look very well. The spring
was late, but these cropg are now very
promising.

Manitoba's Harvest Ybegan in mid-
dle Aug In the Ninga district, an aver-
age yicld of 13 bu p a is expected and
of fine quality. Harvest hands short,
Yield 18 abovae expectations in Elkhorn
and of good auverage In McDonald.

Harn iy has
heen a great pest to the cattie and
many are spraying. StrawberTies were

generally a Ught crop, but dlucberries,

espedinlly alutg the St John river, wiil
turn off a very heavy crop.

Trade and Commerce—The valuc of
products exported from Dominion points
for the 12 mos ending June 30, 1300, are
classifled by the dep't of trade and
commerce as follows. Product of inines
$13,569,000. tisheries 9,951,000, forests 28,-
114,000, aniinalg and thelr produce 48,-
026.000, agricultural products 37,402,000,
manufactures 12,824,000.

The past year the valve of all ani-
mals and thefr produce and of agricul-
tural productions exported from Can-
ada was $69,606,000. Great Britain took
of this amount 60,053,000 and the Unlted
States 5,779,000,

A fine market is afforded for well bred
cattle {n the states. According to the
Dominjon dep't of trade and commerce,
more Canadinn cattic were sold over
the line last year than ever before.
Periods of high water mark trading
have been 36,671 In 74, 67,758 1n 'S5, 46,-
766 in 'S7, 37.360 in ‘83, then followed 7
vrg with but comparatively few ex-.
ports, 36,000 in ‘97, §7,%00 in 98 and 92,
834 during '99.

fact thut wheir the fleld was protected
by trees on the north and west, pre-
venting snow blowing into drifts, the
wheat crop was a good one, but where
not 8o protected was a failure. An in-
creasing number are dlanting wind-
breaks for thls purpose. but very few
are planting trees in mass.—[Thomas
Southworth, Ont.

For Better Roads the N B govern-
ment o year ago purchased u road-
making plant consisting of a rock
crusher ard engine, 8 road roller, two
spreading carts, cte, and began work on
une of the roads leading out of the clty
of St John.
