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include our toads, frogs and tree frogs; then the salamanders were
briefly discussed. Of our snakes and turtles wuch remained to be
learned, and special attention should he given to their study and col- -
lection. Passing on o the Mamumals, the speaker gave a very interest-
ilig comparison of the marsupials, or pouched mammals, now chiefly
found in Australasia, with the placental forms which ar: elsewhere
found. The different groups, such as the rocents, ,ungulates and
earnivores were outlized, and finally reference was made to man and
the evidences of his existence in bygone days.

In the discussion which followed, further interesting points were
‘brought forward by the several speakers and by Prof. Macoun’s r ply
'to them, especially in regard to the failure of the Normal and other
public schools to teach Zoology, which was brought forward by Mr.
J. Stewart. Mr. Harrington exhibited a fine specimen of Iesperomys
leucopus, the white-footed mouse, which he bad trapped the previous
night in his shed. Attention was ca'led to the great beauty of this .
native field mouse and « few remarks were made on iis habits. The
President, Mr. X. B. Whyte, urged the collection and study of our

small mammals, of which there are many species but little known to
the members. Mr. Ami made some remarks on the abundance of the
lower forms of animal life and the interest attaching to their study.
