A VISITOR'S VIEWS,

A visitor who has been stodying the cause
of the riots writes :—*‘ I$ ta useleas mincing
matters. The police have fired and elain
people from panio—if not from vindlctive-
nese. The people assert that the latter was
the canse. 'Lho people regard the police as
murderers—not protectors. That issue must
be faced. Hundreds of people have friends
dead or dying. It ia worse than uee-
less to say they wantonly attack the police.
The latter now represent the people’s deadly,
desth-dealing enemfies. Tbe friends and
neighbors of tbe killed and wounded all re-
gard the police as foea, Their bare presence
is o terror to be repulsed and excludes the
idea of wantonuess, This is now the great
supreme difficelty, I have seen men in
respectable hoases throwing atoned at a batch
of twenty policemen eecorted by one hundred
borse soldiers.

COMPLAINTS OF POLICE OONDUCT,

Numerous complsints have been made of
the bebavior of the police. Onedcitizen says
that while going home through a quiet atreet
he was atopped by the constables who rudely
gearched him, ordered him to give an ac-
count of himself, and then imperstively com-
manded him t> go home at once. Another
writes that three constables who drifted
into u respectable tobacconist's shop, upon
aging & pouch engraved with a likeness of
Mr. Cnamberlain, flung it down cursing Mr.

The
inquest on the bodies of three victims of the
riots resulted in an opet verdict.

IS FRED WHITE A “ WORTBY MAN ?°

Dzaxn Sz, —Your number of the 24th ulti
mo has been near my desk sinos its arrrival
in order that I might be reminded of a pas-
sage therein, then read, which 1 belleve you
wonld not bave written had you known of a
fact 1 am now about to communloate. In
oor brief notis of *‘the, offios of
comptroller of the N.W.M. Polior,
you speak of Mr. Whits, the compéroller

sforesald, as *a worthy geatleman,”
adding that “no envious scroll against
Irish could appear over the door of hiw office

with bis comens.” I am not golng to dispute
the ral and generous proposition that
Mr. ¥u~. ll“nznwonhy,"nd ocertalnly
will oot impute to a disposition towards
the vulgar vice of tal the Irish as & race;
but that he took a ent part in

acts of Injury and insult to an individual
Icishman in the Northwest 1 caa, from per-
sooal knowledge solemnly afirm. in is
the cass. Ju the year 1878, Thommus Ryan,
who had recently emigrated irom the United
States, choss for settlement under the law,

and after conwm the proper officer
of said law, northweat quar-
ter of osection five, p wseven-

teen, range twenty-three, west of the principal
meridian, and within the Northwest Terri-
torfes.” In dus course this portion of land,
faving been previcusly surviyed, was duly
allotted to him as & homestead. But it had
been ordained that Ryan should not losg en-
joy ¢ ble cn,” and, worse atill,
the hand ralsed to inflict wanton injury was
that of an officer of 1he law, one whose apecial
duty, in fact, the acle object of whose appoint-
ment it was, to protect the scttlers of the
Northweat Territeries from aggression of all
sorts. This man,you will donbtless remember,
was the notorions William M. Herchmer, then
and stil{ on officer of the Northwest Monuted
Police. He had a short time previpusly been
stationed pesr Shoal Lake, at a point cistant
from Ryan’s homestead fully four miles.
There was, therefore, no cause arising from
pear neighborhood why he should scorn the
existence in the land of the poor stranger.
Legal authority for his interference there
certainly waa none, as Judge Richardson sub.
requently atated, in worde of no uncertain
sound ; and yet, * on the 15th day of May,
1878,” says the judge, ** he, accompanied by
another police officer and several policemen,
came upon the land, pulled down the teats,
aod placing them with the plaiptifi's
offects in te‘imlicm wagons, drove away
and deposi them on the prairie some
half a mile distant, arreated the pluintiff
(Ryso) snd brought him as a prisoner down
to Shoal Like Station, where, the defendant
(Herchmer) having failed to obtain his signa-
tare to & paper undertaking not to reoocupy
this land, he was set free.” To this the
Judge adds that he ** was strongly impressed
at the trial that Herchmer knaw he was act-
ing wrongfully,” and that * for the commia-
mion of the act complained of, and proved, not
a shadow of legitimate or just excuse is set
up.” I shall probably forward this judgment
to you, i extenso, on a future day,

1 1a vow for me to inform yov wherein, or
to what extent, Fred White is responsible for
Herchmer's conduct, I cannot accuse him
of baving advised it, or of consenting to its
immediate performance—he best knows what
preparatory correspondence took place on the
subject—but distinctly do charge him with
having assisted to condone it, and of using
hia official pasition to save Herchmer from
deserved punishment., Here are the facts
upon which I base this charge. Ryan first
communicated particulara of Herchmer’'s con--
duct to the 1and agent at Minnedoss, and so
outrageous did the whole affair appear to that
officer that he immediately asked Ryan why
he bad not *‘ghot Herchmer as he would a
sheep-devouring dog,” but in a calmer mo-
ment he advised an immediate reforence of
the case to the guperior officer at Winnipeg.
Ihis latter gentleman, Mr. Codd, at once re-
ported all particulars to Ottawa, and there
the guestion rested, unhesrd of by Ryan, till
months had elapsed.

Late in the following antumn it waa neces-
sary for me to go to the capital, and soon after
my arrival I enquired regarding this long
neglected case, as it then appeared to me.
To my surprise, Colonel Dennis, then Sar-
veyor-General, promptly replied that it had
been disposed of two months previously, that
the Minister found that *‘ Colonel Herchmer
acted moet unjustifiably,” and had ruled ac-
oordingly. I then observed that no word to
that effect had yet reached the Northwest.
To this the Colonel replied that according to
routine such a communication should proceed
from the Deparment of State, that the neces-
sary paperain Ryan's caze hait been for some
time on deposit there, and suggested that I
should extend my enquiries forthwith, At
once I proceeded to the office indicated, and
thers found that o far as poor Ryan's inter-
ests were concerned, Fred White was the
Secrotury of State! He frankly acknow!.
edged that Col. Dennie’ information to me
wag correct, that the papers referred to were
in his pessession, rnd that no action had
been teken  because e comaidered
thut more was to be said vn the subject.”
After some farther comversution, during
which Mr. White talked palpable nonsense
about a **police reserve,” &c., nt Shoal Luke,
I withdrew to Colonel Dennis’ office, and in--
formed that honest man and excellent public

to do justice, and nrged that as the question
properly pelonged to his depurtment he should
at once communioate the decision of the
Minister to Mr, Codd of Winnipeg. This was
promptly done, the Colonel’s telegram read-
ing thus: ¢ Reinstate Ryan at Shoul Lake at
once, and tell Berchmer s0.”

Thus Ryan regained possession of his home-
stead, after monthe of atruggle, and the loss
of o senson’s crop; and more, the loss of o
guantity of timher, cut and removed by order
ot Herchmer, I% is true the timber belonged
to the Crown, pending the grant of a patact
for the land, but therefore it did not helong
to Herchmer, and had it not been for his
most Lrutal proceeding the several benefits of
the homestead would” have remeined intact
for the enjeyment, in due time, of the lawiul
occupant,

In addition to the above proof of how
““ worthy” a gentleman Mr, White really is,
you will allow me to recall another fact, No
doubt you will remember that upon Rysn's
demand for damages in Colonel Richardeon’s
court, Herchmer was condemned to the pay-
ment of $190. This smount was paid, dut
not by Herchmer., Mr. White, aa Comp-
troller of the Police, agsin came to the aid of
hie friend, and the amount appears in the
public accounts of that year, 1879, as having
Deen paid for Guvernment *' services |”
