In the Trade Office’s apinion, Canadian export perfarmance in this sector
(sub-sectar}) in this market is lower than opfimum mainly because of:
- a lack of interest in the market on the part of Canadian exporters
- difficulties of adaptation of marketing techniques to the market by
sgme Canadian campanies

Same Canadian exparters to this market in this sector(sub-sector)
have enjoyed success previously as a result of a variety of
factors which the trade office reparts tao include:

— aggressive marketing on the part of Canadian Exporters

— support provided by the PEMD program

- participation in trade missioans

— use gf Canadian Government export pramotion activities

— use of provincial governments export promotion activities

- campetitive export pricing for this market

- strong sectoral capability in Canada

The Trade Gffice has recommended that a comprehensive market study
af this sectoar (sub—-sectar) would enhance the knowledge af
Canadian exporters to this market.

The Trade Office suggests that sourcing tools currently available
to them have some limitiations in particular:
