GEORGE THýE SIXTH, by the Grace of God, of Great Britain, Ireland and the

British Dominions beyond the Seas KING, Dcfender of the Faith, Emperor
of India;

To Our Beloved and Faithful the Senators of the Dominion of Canada, and thc
Members elected to serve in t.he House of Commons oif Our said Dominion,
and to each and every Of YOU,--GiETING.:

A PROCLAMATION
WHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the twenty-eighth

day of the month of February, 1945, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa,
you were held and constrained to appear.

Now know ye, that for divers -causes and considerations, and taking into
consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We have thought
fit by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to rekieve you, and
each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, herebý convoking and
by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Saturday, the thirty-
first day of the month of March, 1945, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of
Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and
welfa.re of Our s'aid Dominion of Canada -and therein to do as may seem
necessary. Herein fail not.

IN TEsTimoNY WHiEoE0 We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS:
Our Dear Uncle, Our Right Trusty and Right Well-Beloved Cousin and
Counsellor, Alexander Augustus Frederiek George, Earl of Athione,
Knight cf Our Most Nobel Order of the Garter, a Member of Our Most
Honourable Privy Council, Knight Grand Cross nif Our Most Honour-
able Order of the Bath, Grand Master of Our Most Distinguished Order
o f Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Grand Cross of Our Royal4 Vîctorian Order, Companion cf Our Distinguished Service Order,
Colonel in Our Army (retired), having the honorary rank of Major-
General, one of Our Personal Aidcs-de-Caiîip, Governor General and
Cominander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.
