Bay is primarily the concarn of the Department of Indian and Northern
Affaire; however, the Socifté d'habitation du Québec would agres te
{ntervens in this municipality beyond the prasant program, 48 early as next
yesr, in the forz of a catch-up program if the Goveroweut ol Caunde gava-te

full compensation for the interventionm.
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
