Mr. Diefenbaker: Is there, within the cabi-
net, a shadow cabinet on this matter, too, that
gives advice from outside?

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh.

Mr. Donald Maclnnis (Cape Breton South):
Mr. Speaker, I wish to ask the Prime Min-
ister a question supplementary to the one put
by the Leader of the Opposition. The Prime
Minister indicated that the government’s po-
sition on the admission of communist China
to the UN was made clear. Then in the last
part of his answer he indicated that the
government’s intention on this matter will be
announced. Would the Prime Minister indi-
cate why, if the government’s position on the
matter has already been made clear, it should
be necessary to announce a change in the
attitude of the government?
