Sir Leonard Tilley then introduced a Bill No. 66 to oxtend the Act establishing
one uniform Currency for the Dominion of Canada, to the Provinces of British
Columbia and Prince Edward Island ; which was read the first time, and ordered for
a second reading, to-morrow.
