I have read with interest 
this morning’s editorial in the GAZETTE dealing 
with your remarks to the graduates of the Hid- 
ley College» I an not writing for the pur­
pose of making any reference to what you said. 
It was, as one night expect, sensible and 
valuable. You stated what cannot be stated 
too often, and I was glad to see the GAZETTE 
refer to it.
