I did not get all 1 wanted or deemed desiraole, but it 
was impossible to get the Faculty of Arte to go further until Physical 
Education for men was firmly established too.
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0 .)W under the present arrangement I am isolated professionally 
entirely cut off from hearing or taking part in discussions to do

McGill University is now co-educational (except in tne Faculty 

of Applied Science) and as the D. of P.E. developes new regulations 
will be necessary and will surely apply equally to men and women : and 
the question of future accommodation is already a very acute one. 
Therefore a woman representative with experience on tne Committee in 
charge of Physical Education is pf-aA of practical importance, when 
matters affecting students in general are discussed -- added to which 
an arrangement of this kind would be valuable experience tor all con­
cerned.
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When the D. of P.E. was organized instead oi receiving pro­
motion whicn it seems to me I could reasonauly expect after my record 
with tne women undergraduates and tne Scnool, I was given a far less 
important position carrying less prestige in the University and in 
Montreal. This was done by those wno were responsible for cringing yhe 
present Department into existence - without any real consultatiun with
