Anypne who goes to the Canadian
National Exhibition with a view to
seeing| Cubist or Futurist pictures, will
be obllged to go to the Midway to find
them. | The canvasses which advertise
the freaks to be seen in the sideshows
might| be classified under this head.
But np piletures of the future will be
found | in the art gallery according to
the advices of Mr. E. Rimbault Dibdin,
curator of the Walker art gallery, Liv-
erpool, who has gathered a superb
collectjon of pictures by British and
Germdn artists ffor display at Toronto
this year. In Rhis advices Mr, Dibdin
says: “I have avoided.those eccentrics
who, by adroit advertisement, have
somehow got themselves much talked
abput lag pathmakers to the art of the
future, post impressionists, cubists,
futurists, and the like; because I have
failed,| after much honest effort, to find
in their pictures any valid reason for
their .existence, and T do not believe
they gan lead to anything but chaos.”

Nevertheless the collection of pie-
tures at the art gallery this year will
reveal, as has no other exhibition of
the past, fine as some of them have
been, the legitimate tendencles of
medern art. The very best that is
being | done by the living painters of
England, Ireland, and Scotland will be
brought to the doors of the Canadian
picture lover; and the gallery will
also contain choice and rpepresentative
collections from the brishies of the
Jeading German and American painters
of thd day.

Where Artists Disagree.

Painting for Future. :

In contrast with the romanticism of
Shannon will be seen the belligerent
realism of Willlam Strang, who boasts
that he is painting for the future and
not for the present. His picture of a
Cockney girl decked out in tawdry
finery, which he eniitles “Bank Holi-
day,” tells a very sordid story, indeed.
Another picture which will appeal to
Clanadians is “The Signal,” by John
Hassall. Before he returned to Eng-
land to become a famous water-
¢olorist, Hassall was a rancher in the
(Canadian northwest, and this picture
deals with an episode in the life of the
red Indian. Yet another picture which
tells a story with which everyone is
familiar is “Job,” by the famous color-
ist and authority on stage decoration,
Charles Ricketts.

These pictures represent but a very
small percentage of the British col-
lection, which will egntain two score
or more of landscapés by the most
notable and well-inspired painter¥ of
the day; and many othér figure pieces
not of the narrative kind by such men
as John Lavery, William Orpen, Wil-
fiam Nicholson, Philip Connard, Stan-
hope Forbes, W. Shackleton and many
other famous men.

German Collection.

The German collection contains at
least one narrative picture so solemn
in {ts import as to appeal to everyone.
It is entitled “Pleta,” and is from the
brush of the great German artist Otto
von Engel. It depicts the preparation
for the grave of the body of Christ in
the garden of Joseph of Arimathea
with a wonderful poetry, pathos, and
simplicity. Another picture of a dif-
ferent kind is a piece by William
