CANADA CUP RACES.

New York World : What the Ame-

rica’s Cup races are tto deep-sea yacht-
ing the contests for the Canada Cup
are to inland waters. Failing the ocean
contest this year, the blua ribbon event
of the Great Lakes arouses along the
northern border an interest only less
intense of International sport. The vie.
tory of the Temeraire over tie I1oquois
Yesterday, leaving chalelnger and de-
with a race to her ciedit,
promises a spirited struggle for the lake
trophy.
The Canada Cup is the outcome of a
suggestion by Commodore Eertiman of
the Lincoln Park Yacht Club in 1896,
and was first won by a boat of the
Royal Canadian Club., In 1899 the cup
again passed into the possession of the
Chicago Yacht Club, which held it un-
til 1901. In that year the Invader tock
it back to Canada, defeating the De-
troit Cadillac, which had been selected
from nine competing Ameiican yachts
to defend it. In 1303 a Rochester yacht,
the Irondequoit, defeated the Strath-
cona in three consecutive races after
the Canadian boat had won two. It
was then decided to race 30-footers in
place of the 40-foot boats previously
entered.

The course selected for this year’'s
centests is in Lake Ontario, off Char-
lotte. Five races are to be sailed, thre -
on a nine-mile triangular coursé and
two on an eight-mile course to wing-
ward, each course to be sailed twice
over. The evenly matched perform-
ances of the rival boats thus far make
the outlook a favorable one for good
sport.
