Key West, I’la., March. 6.—The de­
velopments of the day here have been 
of a negative character. The most sig­
nificant bit of news is that coal is 
being received here for the fleet of 
ships. That may mean that the boats 
are going to move, or it may mean that 
they are out of coal. The first sup­
position is borne out by the fact that 
some' of the officers here have been told 
by their superiors to be ready for depar­
ture at any time.

Forty-two tons of ammunition arrived 
here to-dny on the Mallory Line steamer 
from New York. Most of this wUl be 
distributed among the warships here and 
the rest will be sent to the ships at 
Burbadoes ; that is another indica­
tion open to the double interpretation 
to be put on the coaling up.

Meltr.n’s story.
John Heffron, a seaman on the 

Maine, who is in the hospital here, 
talked to-day for the first time. He 
told me his story while lying swathed 
in bandages in his cot. He was on the 
niper deck forward when the explosion 
came. He remembered nothing more.

Heffron was blown straight into the 
ttii and came to consciousness with Ida 
hands full of the ooze and slime of 
the harbor. The naval men here con­
sider this another link in the chain of 
evidence that proves the Maine was 
blown up from the outside. They say 
the mud must have been blown through 
the bottom of the boot. Heffron him­
self told me that a Spanish sailor said 
to him: “We’ll fix you. We cab do 
you up at. any time." But as no sailor 
on the Maine had shore leave while 
the ship was in the harbor this state­
ment must not be taken too seriously.

The Well-Know* Mend of Aelon’s Sieve 
Factory Suecnmbrd After a Surgical 

Operation.

Acton, Ont., March 6.—This morning 
the entire community was startled by 
the sad announcement of the death of 
Mr. W. H. Storey, the founder and 
head of the Canada Clove Works at 
this place. For the past six weeks Mr. 
Storey has been in poor health, and 
about two weeks ago his medical ad 
viser found it necessary to operate for 
an internal growth. The operation was 
only partially successful, but Mr. Storey 
continued to progress favorably until yes 
terday, when he grew rapidly worse,and 
succumbed this morning at 7.30.

Mr. Storey came to Acton about 40 
years ago, and in 1868 established 'he 
Canada Glove Works, which under his 
skilful management has become the 
largest of its kind in the Dominion, 
making his name almost a household 
word - from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 
When the village of Acton was incor­
porated in 1874, Mr. Storey was elected 
its first reeve, and frequently afterwards 
filled the same position, holding that 
office at the time of his death. He was 
a past president of the Canadian Manu­
facturers Association, a director of the 
Manufacturers ‘Life Assurance Com­
pany and of the Wellington Mutual Fire 
Insurance Company, and occupied im­
portant positions in other commercial in­
stitutions. His demise will lje regretted 
throughout the Province, and especially 
in this community.

In reply to the reporter's queries, he 
stated that ten of the hundred hogs nt the 
piggery had beeu sick for four or five days. 
They had been Isolated. He did not think 
it was cholera, and the animals did not 
exhibit the outward symptoms of the 
plague, but the Doctor was not prepared 
to state positively that their disease was 
not cholera. He thought the pigs had been 
overfed and were sick In consequence. Two 
of them had beqp killed anil bad not 
shown evidences of cholera. The Doctor 
was sure these two had not had cholera. 
Their flesh would not be sold.

The Doctor, said he had no information 
with which to supplement his laconic re­
plies, other than that the hogs at the 
piggery were very fine stock.
