BOER SAVAGERY.

FORGIVENAm Example of Their System of 
Boldin* the Homes of the 

Notai Fermera.
The London Dally Telegraph's correspon­

dent at Pietermaritzburg sends to bis paper 
the following extract from The Times of 
Natal of Oct. 2T, as exhibiting the quality 
ot the gentle Boer as Invader, and as an 
Illustration of General Joubert’s ideas of 
"humane and civilized warfare" :

Distressing accounts are reaching us from 
day to day of wrecked homesteads and de­
struction of farmers' stock In Upper Nataly 
acta of mere wanton deviltry on the part of 
the Boers. We had been led to hope, as the 
commandos now on Natal soil are led by 
men who pretend to some education and 
to whom some veneer, at alt events, of civ­
ilization has been attributed, that these 
leaders would, for their owu reputations' 
sake, exercise some control over the well- 
known savage propensities of their rabble 
following, -that hope bus ceased to exist, 
in the light of actual facts. As one exem­
plary Instance of these, we.may here give 
the case of Mr. Brown, whose farm and 
homestead Is near Dannhauser. Mr. and 
Mrs. Brown had recently Imported costly 
furniture from England, and their home 
was an elegant example of what means and 
taste can do In the way of beautifying n 
colonial farmhouse. Their farm was well 
stocked, and, with their children around 
them their surroundings presented a scene 
which might be Justly taken to represent 
the best, brightest and happiest side of 
colonial life. When the Boers commenced 1 
to Invade Natal, Mr. Brown was warned by 
friends who knew the Boers better than 
be to send bis wife and family away, as 
also bis valuables and stock. He could not 
be brought to believe in Boer savagery, and 
he maintained against ah the representa­
tions of his friends that, being a peaceful 
farmer, he bad nothing to fear from the 
Invaders. At last, when the Boers were 
already close at hand, and tales of their 
conduct had reached Mrs. Brown, her hus­
band was suddenly missing, and she bad to 
hurriedly leave with her children for down 
country, without being able to gain tidings 
of her husband. There was no time then 
to pack up their valuables, among other 
things a quantity of valuable family sliver. 
All had to be left. Mr. Brown bad been 
out moving stock from one paddock to an­
other, and had suddenly disappeared. Before 
leaving, Mrs. Brown locked up the house 
and gave the keys t# an old Kaffir servant, 
telling him that Mr. Brown would return, 
and that he was on no account to give up 
the keys to anybody else.

Presently the Boers arrived upon the 
scene and demanded the keys from the old 
Kaffir—when they found the house locked 
up. He had thrown the keys away on their

A number of the 
applications made to yesterday's meeting 
were no doubt presented with the know­
ledge that at this time of the year Coun­
cils have softer feelings than usual.

A question that is liable to lead up to 
legal entanglements was a demand made by 
the Scottish Manitoba Land Company, that 
the Council should repair the roads and 
bridges In the Rosedale district, laid oat 
hv the company. Supplementing the land 
company, came a communication from Mr. 
D. XV. Alexander, who threatened to enter 
an action against both - the Township and 
Company unless the sidewalks and roads 
were made passable. The land company 
are relying on legislation passed in 1807, 
but the Council claim that the act referred 
to does not cover the case in question, and 
handed the communications to Solicitor 
Bull to make his report.

Need Police Protection.
Mr. Frank Turner, a prominent resident 

of Bracondale, drew the attention of the 
Council to the absolute need for police pro­
tection In the section in which he resides. 
The applicant stated houses left unoccu­
pied for a few days In this locality were 
raided, windows broken and things gener­
ally destroyed, owing to the 'want of some 
public officer being on the spot. The ne­
cessity for n constable was made palpable 
to the Council and by resolution the desires 
of the residents In that suburb will be 
met. .....Mr. XV. A. XVarrltt wrote on behalf of a 
client who claimed to have lost his prop­
erty by tax sale, the action of the muni­
cipality having been Illegal, and at the 
same time offered to accept a lot on the 
Da nfort U-avenue, now owned by the Town­
ship. as an offset for the loss sustained. 
Reeve Duncan viewed tile request with 
suspicion and stated that "if the ex-solicltor 
of the township Is going to bleed us we 
had better throttle any such movement at 
once." To ascertain the validity of the 
claim the township legal department will 
have to hunt up records.

Claims $60 Damages.
Mr. XVm. Adams, who wrote from the 

new civic buildings, claimed to have sus­
tained damages to the extent of *60 to a 
buggy by a bad road at the Junction of 
Ossington and St. clair-avenues. He could 
not stare whether the accident happened 
on Sept. 80 or Oct. 7, and the hill was 
put aside pending more definite particulars.

Messrs. Owens & Boddy opéûeit up a sub­
ject that might result In a boomerang. 
They asked to be re imbursed for damages 
sustained by a client at Todmorden by an 
overflow of water. The Reeve's memory 
carried him back to the time when the 
property now claiming the damages was 
graded so that the original watercourse 
was changed, and as a consequence the 
trouble now caused is the result. A suit 
to settle the dispute and a elalm for dam­
ages Is now uppermost In the minds of the 
Connell.
