Two-thirds of the
polled vote has been mentioned by
Some parties. ' Most of those who fa-
vor a large fixed majority advocate
three-fifths, or sixty per cent. of the
polled vote as what ought to be re-
quired.

There ought to be absolutely no ne-
cessity for any further expression of
opinion by the people to convince the
government and legislature that ' pub-
lic opinion is in favor of prohibition.
The majorities already recorded-against
the liquor traffic are sufficiently strong’

&otgxcally there is no need for another
ote.

1f, however, the government and
leglslature should 1iInsist upon sub-
mitting for popular ratification what-
passed, we shall
be compelled to rally again, as we have
done before, for a demonstration of
our strength. We can win in such a
