cropped short and her  figure was. very
masculine. She declared that she was a
farm hand, but had dome no beavy work
for some time. The farmer needed a man
in the harvest fleld, and gave the .ew
applicant work. Bhe said her name was
Angus Gordon.
Worked Like a Man.

The tramp farm hand worked well, and
was liked by the farmer and his family.
She sald she had a valise in Paris,- and
last Thursday came to Paris, purchasad
a pair of slippers and returned to- the
farm. She became very communicative,
and talked a great deal about the Amy
Wilson case. She confided to a member, of
the family that she was a detective em-

ployed to locate the girl, but her story was
ridicaled because of her poverty-stricken
condition. !

Betrayed By a Photograph,

. Frighy a paper was secured hy the farm-
with a picture of the giri. The tnembers
of the family were at once struck with
the similarity between their farm hand and
Amy Wilson. Mr. Snowden finally took
Angus aside and questioned her -closely,
but she refused to admit her identity.
The next morning tbe farm hand was
missing. In her room wag found a woman's
pight dress.

County Constable MeCammon was noti-
fied, and went to the farm house with a
photograph of Amy Wilson. The Snowdens
instautly recognized the likeniess as that
:flthe farm band who had just disappear-

Amy Wilson, when she disappeared, had
long curling red hair, and Angus Gordoa
bhad short, closely cropped red hair, part-
ed in the middle, as the ‘Wilson girl’s was.
Gordon was careful about occupying a
room with other. men employed on the
farm, and this firét provoked suspicion
that there was something wrong with Gor-
don. She manifested a familiarity with
the case of Amy Wilson, and was talking
of her comstantly.

Traced Girl to Cathecart.

Constable McCammon traced the - girl
westward, until he found that she had
been at Cathcart Saturday night and had
begged a meal from a farmer near that
town. She left Cathcart, going toward
Woodstock.« She told the farmer that she
expected to get work on a farm near that
place. She carried a valise at the time
she was at Cathcart, and strapped to the
bag was a lady’s parasol. T

Broken-hearted because he was put
out of his apartments on Thursday,
William Veners, a laborer, 65 years of
age, ended his life by swallowing an

ounce of carbolic acid in the sittiqg-
room of the City Arms Hotel, at 36

West Market-street. Veners was uncon-
sclous when found by Charles Kemp,
proprietor of the hotel, and died in_the
Emergency Hospital a few minutes af-
ter being taken there in the police am-
bulance.

Veners was at one time porter at the
City Arms Hotel, and for about two
months past had been living in the
apartments of Mrs, Annie Neilson, up-
stairs at 137 1-2 East King-street.
Mrs. Neilson gave him board and lodg-
ing and in return he assisted her to
clean several offices in the downtown
districts. This work kept him occu-
pted in the early hours of the morning
and evening, and the remainder of the

day he was at liberty to do chores about
St. Lawrence market. It is stated ghat
he had been drinking since Saturday
and on Thursday at noon abused Mrs.
Neilson, who ordered him out. Veners
would not go, but when Policeman Mc-
Elroy was called in ne consented to
leave quietly, taking his few belongings
with him. He went to the City Arms
Hotel, where he remained the greater
part of the afternoon. About 6 o’clock
he went to the Market drug store and
purchased an ounce of carbolic acid,
after which he went back to the hotel
and prepared to end his life. On a
small scrap of paper he wrote a note
to the proprietor of the hotel, explain-
ing that he was about to commit sui-
cide and that Mrs.Neilson was the cause
of it. He left the note on the table
and immediately drank the contents of
the bottle. The proprietor heard him
moaning, and the bottle on the floor
and the note on the table told the
story. Word was at once sent to Dr.
McCallum, who ordered Veners' re-
moval to the hospital, where he died a
little after 7 o'clock.

Mrs. Neilson was seen last night by
The World. She explained that she had
no intention of keeping Veners perma-
nently out of her home. “He came
home intoxicated,” she said, “and I was
obliged when he slapped me in the face
to call in the policeman. If I had
thought for a moment that he would
have taken his life I never would h¥ve
bhad him put out.”

Coroner Cotton will opei: an inquest
at 12 o'clock to-day. Veners had no
relatives in the city. altho he has a
grown-up family lving in different
parts of Canada and the United States.

30 YEARS OUT OF THE WORLD.

De Windt First Visitor at Town in
Siberia in 10 Decades.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 7.—Henry
De Windt, the explorer, told to-day of
an isolated village he visited in the
northern part of Siberia, where the
inhabitants do mot live, only exist.
Sredni Kolynsk is the name of tae
place.

“This town, says De Windt, ‘““is the
farthest north of any village in the
world, and is just on the edge of the
Arctic circle. It is four-months from
St. Petersburg. Something of its iso-
lation may be guessed when I tell you
that until we arrived there Sredni
Kolynsk had not been visited by any
one from the outside world for thirty

years.,
“Think of it 7 Thirty years, nearly
half a lifetime, shut in with no know-
ledge of the oltside world, no news-
papers, nothing, The people welcom-
ed us with open arms, for we brought
em newe.
th“Life with them is simply existence.
It is too cold to do anything but to
try to keep warm. They have ng ‘n-:
dustries, no pursuits, except, of cours=,
that they have to obtain food for them-
selves.”

Jobbers Can See No Immediate
Relief—Call From North-
west the Cause. :

A salt famine threatens Toronto, and,
as far as the salt jobbers can discern,
there is no immediate relief. The ex-
‘traordinary demands for the article in
the Canadian Northwest is the alleged
cause for the scarcity in this section.
This is the reason assigned by the job-
bers of salt in Toronto.

“There must be a pretty big increase
{in the population of Manitoba-and the
isection west of there,” remarked a salt
merchant, in discussing the subject.
**We have not been able for some weeks
! to get our orders filled for Toronto and
the supply is running alarmingly short.

'

I am informed that the wells in Wind-
sor and that territory are away behind
in their orders because of the immense
lquantity they have beem forced to send
dnto the territory west of Winnipeg. I
ipresume this- increased consump-
tion in that locality is attri-
h}ltable to the increasing popula-
tion. I know that we in Ontario
are shipping about thirty per ceunt,
more salt this year than the year pre-
vious, but with this enormous increase
'!they are not able to supply the demand
Ut is just possible for the western terri-
| tories to be supplied from the Pacific
| Coast at the present freight tariff ap-
Yplymg, and I see no relief irom this part
,of the Dominion. The heavy tariff pre-
jvents the American productvbeing sent
!in there, for the tariff is.about 25 per
cent.,, so I don’t understand what the
solution will be.”
| “Will there be an advanpe?”

“Well, there has been none thus far,
but you can’t tell what will happen
‘when the demand exceeds the supply to
an alarming extent.”

AMONG LARGEST IN WORLD.

Scientific Triumph,

iplant will be 250,000 cords of wood per

|time to supply the blast furnace, the
;ﬂrst stack of which will be blown dur-
iing the fall. The hardwood to be used
| will be procured along the line of the
Algoma Central and Hudson Bay Rail-
road ,and for several months past hun-
dreds of men have been engaged in cut-
ing it. At the plant net only will char-
icoal be produced, but dye products,
wood, alcohol and acid, which ordinar-
ily are wasted. In the manufacture of
these secret processes the result of two
years of experimenting will be used,
and it is promised that another scien-
tific triumph will be scored when the
methods now being patented are di-
vulged.
