The Proposal is to the Fore Again,
But Savors of a Little Too
Much Expense.

IT WOULD COST ABOUT $250,000

Cutside of the Lzrge Revenue the
Oity is Annually Deriving From
the Froperty.

Once more the propos2l to make a
little park in front of the City Hall is
broached, apd the chances are that
something will be done with it now
| or it will be killed forever and ever.
iTh‘e matter has been hanging fire for
| five years, and for the last couple
|lof years it has been one of the pro-
. posals carefully nuised by Mayor How-
| land, with nothing as a resuit.

From the informatign at hand it
would appear that a bit of a square
{or park in front of the hall wouid be
| a most expensive luxury, as it would
| cost a quarter of a mi.dfon dcillars to
| secure it, regardless of the amount of
| taxes the city would annually lose c¢n
the valuable property which would be
required to makeg the square.

How It Comes Up Again,

The revival of the proposal is caused
by a commun.cation from Lawyer A.

G. F. Lawrence, who, outside of his
personal interest, in the property it
would be necegsary for the city to ac-
quire, is acting for some other own-
ers in_ conmection with the Harris es-
tate. He says he understands that one
of the difficulties in the way of the
park project being carried thru has
been the inability of acquiring the fee
of the block at the ccrner of Queen
and Bay-streets, having a frontage of
140 feet on Queen-street, and a depth
of 107 feet on Bay-street.” Under the
will of the late Rev. James Harris,
who* owned this property, his trustees
were unabie to sell outright, and the
city oould only arrange t6 gcquire the
land by leasing. Recently the trustees,
with the concurrence of the parties in-
terested, decided that it was an ad-
vantageous time at present to dispose
of the estate, and, accordingly, Mr
Lawrence applied to the court, under
the Settled Estates’ A¢t, for an ordar
enabling them to do so, and the ap-
plication was heard at Osgoode Hall
vesterday morning, with the result
that the trustees are empowered to sell
the lands by auction.

The Last Chance.

Mr. Lawrence anxiously points out
that if the property is acquired by any
persons or corporation for the purpose
of building, there is no doubt that
valuable buildings will be at once erect-
ed thereon, and when that occurs the
city will be practically prohibited from
ever getting a square opened in front
of. the City Hall -

Assessment Comivissioner Fleming
was asked by The World yesterday
afterncon what he thought about ir,
and his reply was much to the point.
He simply said that if the city had
wanted the property for park pur-
poses, the land yould have been ex-
propriated, and the money paid into
court. As to trouble about leasing or
buying, he laughed at that, and seid
that the city could have the property
if it wanted it. Ome thing he did say
worth mentioning, and that was with
the new Mayor, the matter would be
disposed of one way or another. Mayor-
elect Urquhart’'s ideas include exten-
sion of the park system, but not to
the cxtent of paying a quarter of a
million for a little bit of property in
front of the City Hall.

Just a Few Facts, .

Assistant Assessment Commissioner
Forman has all these little matters at
his finger's end, and The World
gleared from him that the area
of the ground ©proposed to bhe
used as a‘ public square, after al-
lowing for the. extension of James-
street, thru to Richmond-street,
nearly nine-tenths of an acre. If the
street was included, as it would have
to be in buying the property, the acre-
age would be 1-21, there being a third
of an acre in the James-street exien-
sion.

Ccurse Taken by Counsel's Advice

i and Demanded by the

New York, Jan. 8.—The Herald’s
Geneva correspondent wires : Some in-
terest has been given to the relative
jmonotony of the life of the fugitive
Ecouxfle by the fact that M. Giron quiet-
ly slipped away this morning after giv-
ing the strictest instructions to the
hotel employes not to divulge his ad-
dress. The only reply to inquiries that
could be obtained at the Hotel d’Angle~
terre was that M. Girdn said he would
return in a couple of days.

I have been able to ascertain, how=
ever, that M. Giron’s departure took
place in deference ‘to the advice of
his counsel, M. Lachenal, who urged-
him to léave the Crown Princess dur-
Ing the divorce proceedings.

In.connection with the divorce, such
a course has been urgently demanded
by the Saxon court.

M. Giron has taken up his residence
at Lausanne.

The Crown Princess of Saxony re-
mains, but in strict seclusion. I am
told she has given the fullest powers
(to arrange everything so that the di-
vorce proceedings can take place
tJan. 30,

She has been induced to do so by a
|suitable financial allowance being of-
| fered by the Saxon royal family, which
!is keenly anxious to terminate the
painful scandal at the earliest pos-
sible moment. b

There was a report this evening that
M. Giron had gone as the Crown Prin-
cess’' representative to Dresden, . but
there was no authentic substantiation
of that.

It is untrue that M. Giron and the
Princess have hired a villa here. On
the contrary they keep their apart-
ments at the Hotel d'Angleterre, but
anticipate getting away in a few
weels.

M. Giron will be examined by the
three members of the special commis-
sion sent here for the purpose.

Dr. Korner, the notary representing
the King of Saxony, remains here.
