DIRECT LEGISLATION.
Among the more democratic 

ments which seem to be slowly gath­
ering headway on this continent that 
in favor of direct legislation by the 
people themselves is one of the 
conspicuous. It Is not by any 
a new Idea, as it has long been the 
most prominent feature of the consti­
tution of Switzerland, and has 
been in operation for 
the States of Utah and Oregon. U. S. 
A. In a modified form, it exists, or 
has been adopted for special purposes, 
in many places and at various times. 
Thus, in such matters as the incur­
ring of municipal debts and ln the 
making of money grants from the 
municipal treasury, it ls the custom to 
take the voice of the electors by direct 
vote on the specific proposal. That 
appeal It is the object of the Direct 
Legislation League of Ontario, and of 
similar organizations elsewhere, to 
make a 1 universal rule, and further 
to give the electorate the right to ini­
tiate and compel the local legislatures 
and councils to consider and pass such 
enactments as may receive the requi­
site popular support.

This is one of the many proposals 
of reform for which there is a great 
deal to be said on both sides, accord­
ing to the point of view from which 
it is regarded, and the nature and 
character of the community to whom 
it is sought to be applied. Looking at 
it broadly, it ls evident that the small­
er, more compact and homogeneous 
the community, the greater the ad­
vantage likely to accrue from the sys­
tem of direct legislation. Among the 
ancient Athenians, the laws were 
enacted by the whole people assem­
bled in the public meeting place; and 
the history of Athens reveals the vir­
tues and defects of direct popular 
vote. If these opposing qualities exist 
ln the affairs of a city wherein every 
citizen has a direct personal interest, 
much more will they be found ln con­
nection with the wider, more general 
and infinitely varied affairs of a na­
tion of an empire, ln which continuity 
of policy and gradual amelioration 
are the first conditions, not only of 
effective reform, but of the stability 
of the state itself. With all its vicis­
situdes, this has been the secret of 
the peaceful révolution thru which 
Britain has passed, where more than 
in any other land, we know, freedom 
has slowjy broadened, and is broaden­
ing down from precedent to precedent-
