Respecting Smoke Prevention.

BE IT ENACTED by the Municipal 
Council of the Corporation of the City 
of London, as follows:

Any person convicted of a breach of 
any of the provisions of this bylaw shall 
forfeit and pay. at the discretion of 
the convicting magistrate, a penalty| 
not exceeding the sum of $50 for each 
offence, exclusive of costs, and in de- 
fault of payment of the said penalty 
and costs, or the costs only, may beI 
levied by distress and sale of the goods 
and chattels of the offender; and in 
case of there being no distress found 
out of which such penalty can be levied, 
the convicting magistrate may commit! 
the offender to the common jail of the 
county of Middlesex, with or without 
hard labor, for any period not exceed-( 
ing six calendar months, unless the said 
penalty and costs be sooner paid.
