BHERLIN, Nov. 21—The Kaiser’s
opinion of himself is contained in a|
statement made by the poet Ganghofer]
about a lengthy conversation he had
with Fis majesty during the latter’s re-|
cent visit to Munich. Talking over!
Ganghorer’s writings, the Kaiser said
that their optimistic tone greatly
pleased him, as he himself was a thor-|
ough optimist. Happen what might, he
would remain such to the end of his life. |
He described himself as filled with joy |
in his work. He added: “I want to g0
ahead. I will be happy if my people
only rumdemt.md my purposes and sup-
port me.” He complained of the dis-
trust which every hard worker meets
with, quoting a gentence . from Gang-
hoter’s “Silence In the Woods” to the
effect that one should not mistrust an-
other without reason. Doing so wrongs
the other and harms oneself. The same
rule applied to ‘politics. The German
people have a future, whatever may he
said, and consequently the Kaiser is !
alwa;s hurt on heanng the words “em-;
pire  weaniness.” He works without.
weariness and thinks that he is mak-
ing progress. MHe then explained the
reason for his fondness for traveling,
He said his werk was fatiguing, and he
must veiresh himself with frequent change
of scene. Therefore he m‘emrded criticiem
in this respect, amd his nickname of the
*“Traveling Emperor” as a good joke,  He
would not allow it to diminish his pleasure
of seaing the world. He thought ‘that
many Germans ought to travel more,
which would tend to st engthen their lcwe
for their country. He Jregretted the com-
plicated arrangements for his journeys.
He nwould prefer to go automobiling alone,
returning refreshed. Such recreation was
doubly meedful 10 @ man of his calling,
who had to fight so many misunderstand-
ings, and all the more as a monarch is not
allowed personal independence. He add-
ed: “When he wucceeds in anything, the
world aske who advised him; when he
faile, it says he did not understand the
mavter. When I am doing things that
are hammless in the case of other princes
the people demand the measons. My only
reply is that it is for fhe good of the
German Empire and the Ge man people.”

The Kaiser comsoed himself with the
fact that he often found a;p;_xram'atmm, es-
vecielly during his journeying.
