Lord Rosebery contended that the bud-
get taxed the lords freely and abundantly
without their having a word "to say or a
vote in the matter. After referring to
the budget as having spread over the
country, like a fog, want of confidence
and want of credit, the worst diseases
which could affect commercial nations, he
uttered a solemn warning that the pres-
sure of great armaments was eating out
the heart and hurrying Europe towards
bankruptcy.

Expressing regret that he could not sup-
port the resolution, Lord Rosebery resum-
éd his dedt, havihg spoken for fifty min-
utes. His picturesque and glowing elo-
guence produced a tremendous effect,
leaving his hearers somewhat bewildered.
There was an immediate exodus of peéers
to diseuss the situation in the lobbies, and
although the debate continued until mid-
night the remainder of the speeches took
rather the form: of an anti-climax.

Lord Milner spoke of the abnormal mén-
ner in which the budget was driving capi-
tal from the country. He feared that all
the proposed new taxes were bad and un-
necessary. All the money required, he con-
tended, might have been raised by import
duties, not only without. injury to busi-
ness and employment but with actual
benefit to both. f

Lord Curzon will resume the debate’ to-
Morrow.

It is impogsible tonight to judge the
offect Rosebery’s warning will have. It
is known already that a considerable sec-
tion of the Unionist peers have held grave
doubts as to the expediency of Lord Lans-
downe’s course, and there is almost cer-
tain to. be a large number of absténtions
when the resolution’' comes to a. vote.

London, Nov. 25—From the tone of the
editorials in the London morning papers,
Lord Rosebery’s remarkable oration,which
from a rhetorical viewpoint is universally
lauded, is likely to have small effect on
the attitude of the press. Rosebery is
dubbed the “Hamlet of 'British politics,”’
and his characteristic infirmity of purpose
is regarded as having received .another|
striking illustration.

The pgoposal which he made half -seri-
ously in the course. of his speech, that the
House of Lords should delegate 150 of the
most. distinguished peers to vote on Lans-
downe’s motion as being-a method more
likely to impress the country than a large
vote of a heterogeneous gathering of peers,
many of whom have no claim to distinc-
tion and but seldom attend the debates,
is commented upon: almost with ridicule.
The prolongation of the debate in the
House of Lords deranged the govern-
ment’s plans 'and no decision has been

ed regarding the .prorogation and dissolu-
tion of parliament. A movement has been
started in favor of a great peaceful de-
monstration of Londoners outside of the
parliament on the night the house of
Tords rejects the budget as a protest
against “this action: .

POLICE LOOK FOR
FHIRD PERSON IN
GLOVER MURDER

Waltham, Mass., Nov. 24—Unable ‘o
place credence in the ante-mortem state-
ment of Clarence F. Glover that he iwas
shot hy Miss Hattie LeBlanc on Saturday
night, or to believe the story of the Ie-
Blanc girl that Glover committed suicide,
the Waltham police today conducted their
investigation . of ' the . mystery on the
theory that a third person will be able
to furnish a satisfactory solution.

The developments of the past twenty-
four hours have followed each other in
quick euccession. - Last night Hattie Le-
Blanc, the French-Canadian domestic in
the Glover family; and who was accused
by Glover of having fired the shot that
caused his death, was arrested in the
Glover 'home where, she said, she had
been concealed ever since the shooting on
Saturday night. Later, when questioned
by the police, the girl stated that Glover,
after assaulting her, had shot himself.

The authorities expressed the opinion
today that the LeBlanc girl will later
alter  the story she told them last night
and they believe that she will be able to
tell them some facts regarding the third
party to the shooting, They also look to
Mrs. Glover to give them information
that wi{l throw light upon the identity of
the third person who, the policeglls
