[EPPELINS ARE OF LITTLE
OR NO USE TO ENEMY

As Aid to Submarine Warfare
Services May Be Utilized to
Limited Degree

London, Feb. 24—British and naval
aeronautical experts agree that tae Zep-
pelins will be of little value in the new-
ly-created whr zone around the British
Isles, except perhaps as scouts over the
routes from England to Holland and
Denmark. This, in spite of the fact that
a Zeppelin at an elevation of one thous-
and or fifteen hundred feet could easily
have a range of vision of fifty miles and
could direct the attack of a submarine by
means of signals, probably given by
semaphore, as submarines are not equip-
ped for receiving wireless messages.

The use of Zeppelins in operations
with submarines and other naval water
craft is said in tae best informed naval
and aeronautical circles to have been the
only effective service which these “lords
of the air” have rendered since the out-
break of the war. :

C. G. Gray, editor of the Aeroplane,
said in an interview: “Zeppelins are quite
air-worthy craft if you don’t run them
into bad weather. They have been of
practically no value in land operations
‘because of the far greater speed of aero-
planes, whica in every field of military
operations are on guard. As sea scouts
and directors of submarine attacks they
have undoubtedly been of great use to
the German fleet in its defensive opera-
tions and very likely as far as the Dan-
ish coast and Frisian Islands.

“Thirty-four hours is the longest con-
tinuous flight a Zeppelin has yet made
even as a stunt, and this was accomplish-

“There is no reason to suppose that
the Zcppelins, which the German gov-
ernment is now turning out, are much
superior to those in use before the war,
and it can easily be seen taat Zeppelins,
requiring as they do good weather and
short flights, will not be able to co-oper-
ate with submarines, say in the Irish
Channel, this is some distance from the
nearest sheds, and protected by English
and French aircraft and anti-aircraft
guns, Zeppelin co-operation with sub-

marines will never be able to effect a
blockade of the English coast.”
