Judge Crocket Gives
Judgment

FRANK TOTTEN MATTER

His Honor Criticizes Parts of The
Prohibition Act as Being “Un-
British” — Question of Oppor-
tunity fer Defence in Lower
Court

74 supreme court chambers this morn-
ing His Honor Judge Crocket delivered
an interesting judgment In the case of
the King vs. Robert J. Ritchie, ex parte
Frank Tetten.

In this case Totten was convicted' by
Magistrate Ritchie on Nov. 4, 1918, for
having liquor other than in his own
private dwelling, and fined $200. An
appeal by way of certiorari was taken
by William M. Ryan, the defendant’s
counsel, on the ground that the magis-
trate acted without jurisdiction in con-
victing the defendant without having
first put him on his defence as required
by section 139 of the intoxicating liquor
act. In his judgment this morning his
honor quashed the conviction, making
the order nisi absolute.

His honor handed down a very
lengthy judgment, criticizing parts of
the prohibition act as “un-British.”

At the hearing on certiorari, J. D. P.
Lewin appeated on behalf of the at-
torney-general, and Mr. Ryan in sup-
port of the application to have the con-
viction quashed. Affidavits as to what
took place in the police court were filed
by Mr. Ryan in support of the appli-
cation and also by Totten; affidavits in
reply were filed on behalf of Chief In-
spector Wilson and Sub-Inspectors Me-
Ainsh ans Garnett.

In discussing these, his honor said:
“J have carefully considered all the af-
fidavits, and T am conyvinced, notwith-
standing the specific allegations of Mr.
Wilson and his two sub-inspectors, to
the cofitrary,. that the -defendant”was
not properly put upon his defence, and
that he was not afforded the opportu-
nits to which he was entitled of ans-
w&hg the case for the prosecution. T
find myself unable to reconcile the af-
fidavits of Mr. Wilson and Mr, McAinsh
either with the magistrate’s return or
with each other.”

0L LAATION
AS TO RUSSIA

From Russian Ambassadors
and Business Men in Paris

PRINCIPLES SUGGESTED

Conference Presents Five to Allied
Governments as Basis of Demo-
cratic Organization — A Claim
For War Indemmty

Paris, Jan. 20—(By the Associated
Press)—A declaration has been delivered
to the Allied governments by what is
called “a conference of Russian ambas-
sadors and business men in Paris.” It
says the object of the conference was

to defend the rights and interests of
Russia by “solemnly prociaiming, in the
name and by the order of tne united
governments of Russia, the prineiples by
which the nation’s policy will be in-
spired.”

“No matter when order is restored in
Russia,” the declaration continues, “this
order cannot be founded on the prin-
ciples which formed the basis of the
ancient regime. It is hard to formulate
precisely, tor the present, what the actual
constituuon of Russia will be, but it is
possible to formulate the principles
which will form the basis of the demo-
cratic organization of Russia. These
principles. are:

“l. The new legal order must be
founded on the sovereignty of the peo-
ple, who will exercise their powsr
through organizations of their own
choice, which will be respongille to the
people and will guarantee to them the
unalienability of their sovereignty.

“2. No difference is to be made be-
tween tne peopleis prerogatives amd-clas§
privileges. There will be equality for all
in the eyes of the law, and free access
to all the degrees of the political and
social scale.

“3. 'T'he rapid development of produc-
ing forces. The encouragement of all
private initiative, and all measures likely
to attract capital into the country. At
the same time the state must adopt all
measures to safeguard for the laboring
cldsses all the economic and social experi-
ences accumulated by international prac-
tice.

“4,  The most important question
must be the settlement of the agricul-
tural problem which, to attain social
peace, must be solved in the interest of
the large masses.

“5. During the revolution a disorder-
ly movement occurred on the part of
peasants who took possession of the land.
This exceptional situation demands ex-
ceptional means for dealing with it, but
to return to the ancient state of affairs is
impossible. Peasants must own more
land than hitkerto, but for the present
state of anarchy there must be substi-
tuted some legal basis.” ;

The declaration continues by advocat-
ing “administrative decentraiization,”
and says: “New Russia must destroy
at their origin the artificial causes of
unhealthy separatism. She must cause
the unity of the state to become organic
by making the interests of the state, as
a whole, correspond to the particular
interests of each of the nationalities re-
presented in the country.”

The declaration concludes by saying:
“Russia pledges herself to fulfill all
obligations arising from the treaties she
concludes, but claims the right to be
indemnified by the enemy for damages
sustained during the war, which caused
her heavy sacrifices.”

Coblenz, Jan. 20—(By the Associated

Urge President’s Plan be Adopted
at the Very Outset—Plan Now
Discussed Needs League of Na-

Paris, Jan, 29—(By the Associated
Press)—The future of the colonies taken
from Germany has assumed a place as
one of the most interesting of the im-
mediate phases of the problems under
consideration by the supreme council of
the peace conference, Hearings are now
being given by the supreme council to
members of the conference and to colon-
ial experts upon the disposition of the
coloniés. The council is at the same
time proceeding with the consideration
' of a general policy which shall be adopt-
ed by the five great powers in this mat-
ter. :

The hearings have already progressed
to a stage where the existing views are
greatly at variance with those set forth
in President Wilson’s fourteen points.
This ‘development has determined the
American delegates to remind the other
powers of that fact and to urge the
American plan at the outset, in order to
keep the rival claimants within the
bounds of fairness.

This plan, which was discussed on
Monday, and is receiving immgdiate fur-
ther consideration, looks to international
control . of the colonies, backward na-
tionalities and tribes by individual pow-
ers or by agents to be known as “man-
datories” of the league of nations. These
agents areto derive all their powers
£rom  the:Jeague and to act entirely on
the lines of policy dictated by that body.

The distribution of these guardian-
ships is to be made by the league of

More Rioting in Belfast.

Belfast, Jan. 20—There was much
rioting in the dark streets here last
night. Many plate glass windows in
stores along prominent streets were
smashed and some of their contents
were stolen. There .was considerable
wanton stone-throwing during the night,
many windows being broken. The po-
lice frequently charged with their clubs
upon the rioters.

A procession - of 20;800° stTkersHg-
raded through the streets yesterday
afternoon with banners and bands, and
speeches were delivered at several places
outside the town hall. The police tried
to prevent the crowd from entering the
grounds surrounding the town hall, but
were swept aside. Otherwise there was
no disorder anywhere in Belfast during
the day.

An agreement to supply electric lights
to the general post office and for tele-
graph and telephone stations has been
reached between the authorities and the
strike committee, but the latter threat-
ens to cut off the current if there is any
attempt to supply ordinary consumers.
The city was in darkness again last
night, and there are no street cars.

A proclamation was issued yesterday
by the lord mayor calling upon em-
ployes of the Belfast corporation to re-
sume work, it being pointed out that
their abstention from work is causing
widespread unemployment and distress
,among the people, as well as suffering'

to patients in hospitals. The lord mayor
declared the corporation to be prepared
to agree to any arrangement for a set-
tlement arrived at by the employers and
workers, and said that interference with
public utilities was an injustice to the
people and contrary to principles of tgue
democracy.

New York, Jan. 27—Replying to a
complaint from the nurses’ department
of the Henry street settlement yesterday,
the health commissioner denied that in-
fluenza and pneumonia were epidemic
here again and that the board of health
was net caring properly for the situa-
tion.

New cases of influenza reported today
to the board of health numbered 660, or
431 more than the day before. The 199
pneumonia cases reported yesterday were
152 more than on Monday. Deaths from
influenza jumped from forty-three to
109 and pneumonia deaths from 141 to
199.
