AUSTRIANS HARD
AT AGAI BY
THE RUSSIANS

Petrograd, Nov. 6—The Russians have
recaptured the Galician town of Jaroz-
lau and have taken 5,000 Austrian
prisoners, according to a telegram from
Lemberg. Jarozlau is seventeen miles
northwest of Przmysl,

The Austrian attempts to cut off the
Russian attackers finally have been
broken down and the Austrians now
are in retreat along the river San.

According to
Wireballen is the only obstacle to a
general advance on the whole Russian
front into East Prussia. The Germans,
it is declared, soon will be forced to
evacuate, being threatened by a flank-
ing movement of the Russians. The
backward movement of the remainder
of the German line left this point with-
out sufficient support.
