STANLEY MATTHEWS DEAD.

A U. 8. Supreme Court Judge Passes
Away. ¥
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

W asnixGrox, March 22.—Justice Stan-
ley Matthews of the U. S, Supreme coutt
died at10 o’clock this morning. He tesk
his seat in 1881 and was 65 years oid.

Last night Justice Matthews was 80
much worse that Dr. Johnson remained
during the entire night. He passed
away peacefully. All of his family, with
the exception of his son, were present at
his death scene. Justice Matthews bern
in Cincinnati, was admitted to the bsr
settling in Tennessee. Shertly afterward
he returned to Cincinnati. In 1846, he
became editor of the Cincinnati Herald,
the first daily anti-slavery paper in that
city. He became Judge of the Court of
Pleas in Hamilton county,was State Sena-
tor in 1856, and in I86I he was United
States attorney. He served with distinc-
tion in the Union Army during the war.
In 1863 he became Judge of the
Superior Court in Cincinatti. He
was presidential elector on_ the Lin-
coln-Johnson ticket in 1864 and on the
Grant-Colfax ticket in 1863. He was de-
feated as Republican candidate for eon-
gress in 1876 and the next year was eme
of the counsel before the celebrated elec-
toral commission. In March, 1877 he was
elected United States senator in place: of
John Sherman. In 1881 he was appoint-
ed associate Justice of the United States
supreme court.

THE TELEPHONE MONOPOLY.

Figures Showing the Profits of the New
Yeork City Compainy.

BY- TEEEGBAPH-TO THY! GAZETTE.
BNEw York, March 22.—The ' Board
Trade and Transportation,which is seek-
ing to have the charges of the telephone
companies reduced, and has had a bill
introduced at Albany for that purpose,
has prepared some interesting figures
which will be Ilaid before the
Legislature, showing the pro-
fits of the telephone  monopoly.
From the figures, it appears that the
Metropolitan Telephone Company, which
controls the telephones in this city, has
earned over 473 per cent, net vrofits on
the cash capital In six years. There was
over 116 per cent. net proffts in 1885, and
over 147 per cent. net profits in 1886, and
more than 145 per cent. in 1887 on cash
capital. The net edPnings of the com-
pany in six years on an original cash in-
vestment of $600,000, is said to have
reached the enormous sum of $2,843,454.

AMERICAN PILGRIMS IN ROME.

Dinner in Their Honor by the Ameris
can College.

Rome.  March 19.—The American
college gave a grand dinner this evening
in honor of the leaders of American pil-
grims. Many prelates were present.
Bishop Keane, the president of the new
Catholic University at Washington,spoke
in English, Latin and French. His re-
marks were much applauded. The Pope’s
vicar, Cardinal Parocchi, delivered a
powerful Latin oration on behalf of the
Pope. He expressed the Pope’s admira-
tion for American institutions, and spoke
of the deep interest taken by his holi-
ness in the birth of the Washington Uni-
versity, which he regarded as one of the
chief glories of his pontificate.

Cardinal Schiaffino spoke in Italian.

He sketched the work of the Catholic

church in establishing universities in ail
ages and in all countries, and eulogized
the Washington University as the crown-
ing work of Christian education—a work
that was destined to display America to
the world asa living exemplification of
perfect accord between the highest learn-
ing and science and the Catholic faith.

Mgr. Jacobina  traced America’s won-
derful progress, and paid a tribute to the

riests who planted the seeds of the
Catholic religion there and fostered its
advancement. He referred to the treas-
ures of faith poured forth by Catholic
Ireland, and contrasted the strong and
vigorous people, and of the Catholic
church in America, with the sadly pain-
ful situation of the people and church in
the old world.

Rector Pacquet of the Quebec Univer-
sity tendered his congratulations on the
birth of a sister university, and wished
it prosperity.

Loxpox, March 21.—In the House of

Commons on the vote on Balfour’s salary,
Mr. Morley severely criticized the gov-
ernment’s action in carrying on a “Fur-
tive and clandestine battle behind the
opponents backs.” Bradlaugh moved
that Balfour's salary be reduced by
£500. Rejected 272 to 211. Morley ad-
duced a mass of details respecting
the witnesses for the Times, with
a view of disproving the government’s
professions of neutrality. These de-
ta:ls were mainly drawn from facts
elicited by daily questioning in parlia-
ment. Ballfour had said he had not foi-
lowed the proceedings of the Parnell com-
mission with much interest, and that was
surprising. One would have expected
that the minister who fired the train
would have curiosity enough to note the
result of the explosion. With regard to
proposed vote of censure it is irrational
to propose it now. Fresh disclosures were
made daily and the end would come in
good time. .
Balfour, amid continued opposition
laughter, described the charge that the
government were connected with the
Times through Houston and Pigott as a
scandalous unfounded libel. The oppo-
sition, he said, revelled in libel, while
affecting to regard it as the most_shock-
ing of crimes. He had charged Houston
with having acted in complicity with
Pigott, but he had declined to examine
Houston when invited. He thought it
more decorous for gentlemen opposite to
refrain from comments on the subject.
For agking how it was that witnesses
were intimidated Balfour was called to
order by the chairman. Continuing, he
said the government volunteered no in-
formation for the purposes of the com-
mission, but is willing to give it to the
other side when required.

Sir William Vermont Harcourt said
Balfour misapprended Morley’s case.
The fact that Irish Catholics were sub-
poened did not make it necessary for
them to remain months in London unless
R‘erformmg distinct services for the Times.

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CAPITAL NOTES.

The Work of our Ottawa Legisiators
Yesterdny.

Orrawa, March 21.—Hon. C. H. Tapper
introduced a bill respecting the harbor
of Belleville.

The bill to amend the winding up act
was read a third time and passed.

On motion for the third reading of Hon.
Mr. Haggart's bill respecting postmaster’s
salaries, etc., Sir Richard Cartwright
moved an amendment providing that
the salary paid to any postmaster shall
not exceed 3,200 per annum.

The house divided on thisamendment,
which was lost—68 yeas; 113 nays—and
the bill was then read a third time and
passed.

The resolution amending the customs
act was considered in committee. and
adopted, and a bill founded upon it intro-
duced. The resolution, which has al-
ready been published, provides amongst
other things, that goods shall be brought
into Canada during night or on statutory
holidays only under permit and supervi-
sion; that the boards of customs and
dominion appraisers may review the
judgment of port appraisers; that the
value for duty shall include charges of
transportation and shipment and any
royalty.

The house then wentinto committee on
the resolution providing a pension sys-
tem for the Northwest mounted police.

_ After recess the mounted police pen-
sion resolution was adopted after further
discussion.

The house went into committee on Sir
John Thompson’s bill codifying the laws
relating to bills of exchange, promissory
notes, etc., and making certain amend-
ments. Considerable progress was made
with the bill and at 11.50 the committee
rose and the house adjourned.

acquisition of branch lines and exten-
sions is struck out.

The copy of the contract of the Interna-
tional Railway company to build the
Short Line railway, was brought down
today. The following is an approxima-
tion of the subsidies; Montreal to Lennox-
ville $71,000 annually for twenty years;
the portion covered by the International
railway to Mattawamkeag $115.500 anual-
ly. Harvey to Salisbury $63,400 annually.
Mr. Kenny gives notice tonight of an
amendment to the Canadian Pacific bill,
compelling the company to set apart a
sufficient.a.nount from the proceeds of
consolidated stock to complete the line
from Mattawamkeag to Harvey and
Salisbury, $100,000 to be spent and the
Fine to be completed within two years

from that date.

A DRAMATIC SCENE.

The Episode in the House of Commons
Last Night.

New York, March 22.—A special from
London to the Times says: The
onslaught upon Balfour and Webster
in the House of Commons last
night, in connection with the Parnell
commission was the most dramatic and
sensational episode in the whole history
of the present parliament. Balfour was
very late in coming, it being a trick of
his to absent himself during question
time, to allow the task of
answering to devolve on his
dummy the Solicitor General
for Ireland. Yesterday Healy started
the idea of postponing the question until
the responsible minister was in his
place to answerit, and all the other Irish
members followed suit. The result
was that when Balfcur finally saun-
tered in he was greeted with
a long loud roar of derisive
cheers. This reception flustered him so
that when the vote on account was taken
up and Morley had opened his attack
upon him, his reply was the weakest
and most rambling speech he ever made.
Harcourt followed and his speeeh was
almost cruel in the frankness with
which he told the Irish secretary
that he had lowered all the traditions of
English ministerial life by giving false
answers and defending things which
admitted of no defense. He proceeded
with a merciless arraignment amid
wild cheers from the Irish and
Liberal benches, pointing his finger as he
spoke at Balfour, who flushed angrily.
The whole debate must measurably
weaken the government throughout the
country and the Liberals are more hope-
ful than ever about the desperate fizht
at Enfield.
