After making the run from Iquique 

to Esquimalt, a distance of 6,000 mites, 
in a little over three weeks, the steam­
er Georgia, Captain Henderson, pulled 
into port yesterday afternoon. 
Georgia is a vessel which will make 
the initial trip between British Colum­
bia and Mexico in connection with the 
Canadian-Mexican Pacific Steamship 
line.

TOULON BAKERS

London, April 13.—General Botha, ex­
commander-in-chief of the Boer army, 
and now first premier of the Transvaal 
colony under British rule, arrived here 
to-day to attend th^ conference of col­
onial premiers. “The reception accord­
ed the general at Southampton and in 
London was remarkably hearty. Great 
crowds cheered wherever he appeared. 
At Southampton he was officially wel­
comed by the mayor and corporation of 
that city, and in reply to the address 
General Botha humorously referred to 
the previous occasion when on the bat­
tlefield he had been surrounded by 
Englishmen against his will. The gen­
eral added he was thankful now that 
he was in a position to allow himself to 
be surrounded by any number of Eng­
lishmen without fear of consequences.

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UNFAIR TO THE 
WORKINGMAN

VANCOUVER HAS 1HE
ONLY NORMAL SCHOOL

Cost of Board Prevents Island Chil­
dren Qualifying as 

Teachers.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
“It Is absurd that the capital of Bri­

tish Columbia,” said Mr. C. E. Redfern 
this morning, “should be the only one 
n the Dominion which has not a nor­
mal school locatèd in it. Representa­
tions should have been made long ago 
to have this remedied, but / as it has 
been neglected in the past, tjhere is all 

.he more need for instant afction.
“It is, of course .quite impossible for 

the children of the working man to 
cross to Vancoûver and to bear the ad­
ditional expense of board and lodgings 
away from home for an entire year. It 
is not fair to expect them to do so. 
Yet the condition of affairs in this pro- 
.yincg* show's that it is absolutely ne­
cessary that more teachers should ^be 
provided. %

“The remedy at hand is po institute 
additional schools and the natural loca­
tion for them is Victoria, the capital, 
Lhe ideal residential city of the pro­
vince and the second largest incorpor- 
ited centre.

“I am of the opinion that the matter 
should be taken up by the Mayor and 
aldermen if we are to obtain it. They 
should see that a strong deputation 
wait upon the government and forcibly 
point out the exigencies of the situa­
tion. Vancouver obtains S4QJ)00 for this 
purpose. It is because Vancouver asks 
for it. It is only the apathy of our 
local authorities that has prevented our 
obtaining iL The school trustées and 
officials should co-operate with the 
Mayor and council in Obtaining it.”

Herbert Kent, manager of M. W. 
Wafcfct & Co., wa sof the same opinion : 
“We certainly require a school here, 
and 1 am only surprised that some­
thing has not previously been done to 
obtain qne,” he remarked. “I think that 
the Mayor and council should take 
action, and the four local representa­
tives should be spurred into actfbn. 
Victoria is the natural headquarters, of 
education for the province. That be­
ing so, something should at once be 
done.”

Beaumont Boggs, when seen anent 
the effort" being made to secure the 
establishment of a normal school in 
Victoria, said:

“There is no doubt a very great hard­
ship imposed on the parents of those 
pupils who are compelled to attend the 
school on the mainland. Apart from 
the disadvantages of being,away from 
home, which in the case of students 
of that age are great indeed, the cli­
matic conditions are so different as Lo 
make it inadvisable for our students 
to be sent there. There should be a 
strong effort made to secure a normal 
school here.

“You know,” he continued, “the se­
curing of the normal school in Van­
couver w'as but the thin edge of the 
wedge toward getting the university. 
Our schools have stood higher than 
those of the mainland. Why should wo 
not have a normal school ?” In con­
clusion he said:

“I consider it very essential that a 
normal school should be established 
here.”

Alderman Henderson, when Nseen in 
the same connection, said:

“Certainly I favor it. It would not 
only be a convenience to the students 
of' Victoria but for thè whole Island 
as well. We are' now entering on a 
period of expansion which will render 
it more and more necessary. Victoria 
furnishes a large number of students 
who must go to Vancouver as things 
at present are. Add to this the Ideal 
character of our situation and the ca*e 
for a normal school is complete.”

Mayor Morley also waxed eloquent 
on the question:

“This,” said he, “is just the place for 
a normal school. The situation is ideal 
and the necessity is increasing, lhe 
Winnipeggers are coming here in great 
numbers and they are accustomed to 
having things up to date. Decidedly 
we must have a normal school.”

MEN ARE VOTING ON
QUESTION Of STRIKE

Efforts tieing Made to Enter Into- 

Separate Agreements With Min­

ing Companies.

Calgary, Alb., April 12.—The situation 
in the coal mining industry remains 
unchanged. The operators have taken 
the necessary steps, as laid down in 
the Trades Disputes Act, and have 
made the necessary application to the 
minister for the appointment of a 
board of investigation. Upon receipt 
of the prescribed request from the 
minister thè operators will recommend 
the appointment of a representative 
from their side to act on the board of
three appointed to investigate and ad­
judicate upon the merits of the dis­
pute.

From latest reports there does not 
seem to be the danger of a strike which 
existed a- few days ago. The miners 
are commencing to doubt whether, be­
fore a strictly impartial tribunal, they 
will secure as favorable an agreement 
as the one which was formulated and 
consented to by tfie joint conference.

Strenuous efforts are being made by 
the miners’ delegates to avoid recogni­
tion of the operators’ association, and 
President Sherman is now endeavoring 
to make separate agreements with 
each particular mining company on the 
old plan which enabled the unio* to 
use one against the other to obtain 
further concessions. The operators* 
union, however, which vas fo me 
a result of the request tif *Mr. Sher­
man for a joint conference to arrange 
a uniform contract, having come into 
existence thereby as a mining com­
pany association, will not go back to 
the old state of affairs and make new 
agreements seperately. It is a case of 
uniform agreement for all of the mines 
now with them.

The United Workers’ Association, of 
which Mr. Sherman Is the president of 
the affected district, has issued orders 
for a referendum to be taken on the 
question, “Strike or no strike.” This 
will be completed by the 13th inst.

The operators consider this a tacti­
cal move in the direction of forcing 
them into making separate agreements 
with the union. It is taken under sub­
section B of section 15 of the new act, 
which reads: “And whereas each of the 
parties are called upon to file, before 
proceedings under the act can go on, a 
statutory declaration setting forth that 
failing an adjustment of the dispute 
or a reference thereof by the minis­
ter to a board of conciliation and in­
vestigation under the act, to the best 
of the knowledge and belief of the de­
claration, a lockout or strike, as the 
case may be, will be declared, and that 
the necessary authority to declare such 
lockout or strike has been obtained.”

This shows clearly that President
Sherman must take the referendum in 
order to obtain authority to strike if 
extremes arises, and it follows 
noticeable fact that the taking of it 
ltvcals that up to the present time he 
has evidently had no authority for the 
strike talk.
