“It is tQo early to get an exhibit of
gopd fruit and besides that this sea-
son is about three weeks later. Alto-
gether the fruit growers labor under a
very great disadvantage this year in
endeavoring to put on a good exhibit.
Despite these difficulties there is a
very gpod’ display of well grown fruijt.
One or two exhibits are especially
wprthy of notice.

“George McAlpine’s dislay is the best
shown here this year and on the whple
is better than the Nova Scotia exhibit.
I am very much gratified at this as it
clearly shows that New Brunswick is
capable of producing fruit that is equal
to any raised in Nova Scotia. The
fruit in this exhibit is well grown and
selected. ;

“A . R. Gprham has the second best
show in .the county and general exhi-
bits. His fruit too, is well grown and
of good quality. .

“A considerable improvement has
been made of late in regard o the
hangling of fruit. Still there is room
for considerable improvement. Speci-
mens shou’d Rave unbroken stems, be
free from spot and wprm, in their
natural color, so as to show the bloom
of the fruit, and of uniform size ani
color. ; 4

‘‘The counties are not well represent-
ed in the county exhibits. It is a very
desirable . thing that these classes
should be filled. They show the re-
Sources and possibilities of the county
besides adding a local interest to the
exhibition. :

“S. L. Peters makes a. model superin-
tendent.
