“This see-sawing With the Giants 

last season reminds me of the finish 
in 1908,*' says Johnny Evers, the great 
lieutenant to Manager Stallings oi 
the Braves. "The Pirates saw their 
finish on Sunday, October 4, a day 
that will live longer in my memory 
than any during my baseball career. 
Clarke was leading by a fraction, and 
by winning that game he would have 
cinched ithe pennant By losing, he 
was eliminated, leaving Cubs and 
Giants tied for first place, necessitat­
ing the play-off.

Before the game Fred Clarke had 
bought two railroad tickets, one would 
take him to Pittsburg for world's se­
ries fame and riches, the other baék 
to Kansas, with the hopes of the sea­
son shattered. He used the one to 
Kansas. In one afternoon he lost a 
ball game and a pennant, and.an hour 
later, all alone, crushed and disap­
pointed, he was looking out of a car 
window on a westbound train.

Contrast the Joy of the Cubs with 
the gloom of ithe Buccaneers in the ad­
joining clubhouse that evening. One 
of the gameet and most wonderful 
finishes ever made by a ball club had 
gone up in smoke for them in two 
hours that afternoon. Long after we 
had dressed, some of the Pirates sat 
on benches in a dazed and heartbro­
ken manner. The victors could not 
help huit feel sorry for the vanquished.

By winning his sixth championship 
in the American league, in the 1914 
season, Manager Mack, of the Ath­
letics, breaks all records for the major 
circuits for all times. He has proved 
himself to be the master of all base­
ball tacticians since the birth of or­
ganized baseball, ini 1871, Moreover, 
all of Mack's triumphs were scored 
in the same league and the same city. 
Mack came to Philadelphia in 1901 
and since then has won six pennants. 
This gives the Athletics' chief of 
staff the baseball supremacy of Am­
erica. Adrian Aneon, Charles Comis- 
key, Frank Solee, Edward Hanlon 
and John McGraw come nearest to 
Mack's great record. They won five 
major league pennants, but Comlskey 
and Hendon did not make their record 
In the same city. Here is Mack's

Coffroth Responsible.
The men who must bear most of the

For many years they have been the 
men who have disgraced the boxing 
game in« San Francisco. It has been 
the complaint of fighters who wanted 
to be square that under this domina­
tion the fight game has degenerated 
Into a farce. Few who have followed 

In Cali-the history of prize fighting 
fornla as conducted by "Jimmie" Coff­
roth believe that even a small fraction 
of the matches pulled off are on the 
level. Fights are fixed, they say, for 
the benefit of the gamblers, tin horn 
sports and "ace-in-the-hole" men who 
leek upon Coffroth as their chief and 
follow his lead. 1

Only Money Counts.
Worse even than the "fixing" of 

fights has been apparent absolute dis­
regard for the welfare, rights, health 
and lives of those who fight under 
transbay auspices. Nothing matters 
but money.

Ini the four-round events that 
weekly feature in San Francisco most 
of the fighters are either worn out 
pugilists whose best days are past 
and who are glad to pick up “grub 
money" or else boys who are too 
young to be allowed In the prize ring 
and too poor or too busy to train 
prperly. Many of these "pork-amd- 
beans" pugs have been dangerously 
or permanently injured, while the his­
tory of prize fighting In San Francisco 
contains the records of at least three 
deaths.

Three Deaths In Ring.
Tommy McCarthy met his death at 

the hands of Owen Moran on April 
29, 1910. Harry Tenny suffered a like 
fate as the result of his bout with 
Frankie Neil om February 26, 1906. 
And now "Young" Huddle lies dead 
following his fight with "Knockout" 
Carroll ".ast night in Coffroth's arena.

It will also he remembered that 
Luther McCarty and Bull Young were 
killed In the ring In other citle 
long since.

It Is the opinion of a majority of 
those who saw fights ".ast night of 
which the Chip*Murray go was the 
main event, that carelessness had 
much to do with the young boxer's 
death. Huddle was what is known as 
a "preliminary" fighter—one of those 
who receive little remuneration for 
their work, and who generally enter 
the ring unfit for a hard bout. Their 
training is usually a Joke.

Law Disregarded.
It is true that the law requires that 

a fighter must have a doctor's certifi­
cate of good health before going into 
the ring, and this is observed in some 
arenas.

1891—Tom Williams defeated George 
Dawson in 4 rounds at Sydney, 
in a battle for the welterweight 
championship of Australia, form­
erly held by Dawson. Williams 
refused a return battle, and 
sailed for the United States, 
where he was defeated by Mys­
terious Billy Smith in a bout for 
the world’s welterweight title. 
Dawson came to America three 
years later and defeated many 
of the best men of the welter­
weight division, although he 
failed in his efforts to annex 
the title. Bob Fitzsimmons ow­
ed much of his success In the 
ring to Dawson’s Instruction.
