MACHUKOVO, TAKING GERMAN PRISONERS —

AGAINST ROUMANIA.

Parls, Oct. 24.—In a powerful series of attacks on the Verdun front
the French have captured the village and fort of Douaumont, advanced
beyond the Thiaumont work and farm, and occupied also the Haudre-
mont quarry, north of Verdun, acccrding to the bulletin issued by the
war office tonight. The prisoners captured and counted thus far num-

ber 3,500. The text reads:

“On the Verdun front, after intense artillery preparation, an at-
tack on the right bank of the Meuse was launched at 1140 o'clock In
the morning. The enemy line attacked on a front of seven kilometres,
(4 1-3 miles), was broken through everywhere to a depth which at the
centre attained a distance of three kilometres, (nearly two miles.)

“The village and fort of Douaumont are in our hands,

Saloniki, Oct. 24, via London, 1.53
p. m.~—The Serbian first army fighting
in Southern Serbia has made an ad-
vance and has captured the first Bul
garian trenches, according to a Ser-
bian officlal statement made public
here today. The text reads:

“On October 9, Russian calendar,
(October 21), German and Bulgarian
troops fiercely attacked the Serblan
Vardar division without any success
the wholeé day. On the other hand our
first army advanced on its whole
length and took the first Bulgarian
trenches and a trénch mortar,

“On the night of October 9, 10, (Oc-
tober 21-22) severe fighting took place
between our Vardar division and Bul-
garians north of Velyeselo village
which ended in our favor.

“On. October 10, (October
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22) our

first army took one machine gun and
50 Bulgarians.”

British troops, on the night of Octo-
ber 22-23, raided German trenches
northeast of Machukovo, on the Ser-
blan Macedonian frontier, one mile
east of the River Vardar, killing forty
Germans and capturing eighteen, says
a British official statement issued to-
day. The text follows:

“Struma: There was no change. The
river is still two feet above normal.

“Doiran front: During the night of
October 22-23 after artillery bombard-
ment a successful rald was carried
out on enemy trenches northeast of
Machukovo. The enemy made Sstub-
born resistance and was beaten hackg
with losses. Eighteen German pris-|
oners were captured and forty killed
were found in the trenches. Our losses
were slight.”

Russians and Roumanians Obliged to Retire Towards Tzara
Murat, Twélve Miles North of Constanza-T
Railroad Line, but Attain Success Elsewhere — Turks

Aid German Marshal.

Bucharest, Oct. 24, via London.—
The left wing of the Roumanian and
Russian forces in Dobrudja thas been
obliged to retire towards Tzara Murat,
12 miles north of the Constanza-
Tchernavoda railroad line, says the
Roumanian official statement issued

their allies have occupied Constanza.

The statement follows:

“At Vrancea there was a mionr ac-
tion in which we took ome machine
gun. In the valley of ®he Buzeu there
was artillery fighting. At Table Butzi
calm reigns. At Bratocea and Prede-
lus the artillery fighting has become
less violent.

Fighting Continues.

“The enemy launched three attacks
at Predeal. Fighting continues along

the border at this locality. In the re-
glon of Dragoslavle the enemy attack-
ed violently. Our troops are maintain-
ing the position.

“In the valley of the Alt we attacked
and repulsed the enemy on the left
bank of the river. In the Jiul Valley
there were violent enemy attacks,
which made slight progress,

“At Tulghes and Bicaz and in'the
Trotus Valley the situation is unchang-
ed. In the Uzul Valley the enemy was
driven westward.

‘“The fighting continues with vio-
lence.

“At Oituz we attacked on the whole
front. We have captured ten officers,
302 men and ten machine guns.

“In Dobrudja the enemy continues
his attacks. Our left wing has been
obliged to-retire toward Tzara Murat
Constanza has been occupied by the
enemy."”
