EDUCATOR DEAD ;

Dr, George Hodgins ' Passed
Away Yesterday in His 92nd
Year—Had Long Career in
Educational Work.

Toranto, Dec. 23—Dr. George Hodgins
died shortly. before noon today at his home
in this-city. "He was in his ninetysecond
yeir, and -had been known as one of the
mosf: distinguished public servants of the
province of Ontario. .

His fame as an educator extended net
only through the ‘dominién; ‘but to foreign
ccuntnes and during his' long ;career he
was, the recxplent of many hxgh honors in
-I'the world of pedagogy.

Born  in Dublin, Ireland on . Aug. 12,
1821, Dr.. Hodgins, came in hxs early youth
to Onl:ano, where he received his cduca-
{icn in. Upper Canada Academy and in
Victoria Cellege,: Cobourg, taking.his de:
gree at the latfer institution. He entered
the civil service. of the provinte as chief
clerk ‘on the education department in 1844
and in 1889 was made: librarian and hisg
honographer to the department. In 1804
he published the fivet ‘volume of his Docu-
mentary  History of Education in Ontario,
a work which eventually comprised twenty-
eight velumes,

The allies did not reveal today' the fin-
ancial proposals which they will make to
Turkey.  Reserving them for a futuve
mesting. %

Before the allies: presented their speci-
fications today the Turke announced: that
their govemment was prepared to proesed
with ‘the negotiations, leaving the question
of the revictualling of Adrianople for dis-
cussion between Turkey and  Bulgaria.
They abandoned their previous request to
provikiofi Scutari and Janina.

Thé " formal oconference lasted 'only a
quarter of an hour. The Turks lietened
to. the proclamatlon of the fate of their
European empire without formal comment
and asked an adjournment until Saturday
to congider the allies’ demands.’

In the informal ‘conversation with ‘the
delegates, which consumed an hour; they
asserted that it would be impossible' for
them to accept such terms, but that state-
men$ is inevitable. in meetings: of this
character and ‘was expected today.

All the delegations attended: today’s ses-
gion in full force, with their military and
legdl ‘advisers and. secretaries, Every one
dppreciated the fact that the meeting was
to mark the ‘passage of the deliberations

Dealing with the question of revietualling
of ‘the besieged fortresses, Rechad Pasha °
said Turkey was even ready to lay aside
the causes of Scutari and Janina:: Ia
Adrianople, which ‘he referred to ‘as “the
cradle of  Turkish power in Europe,” be '
said it wae known that the hospitals were
overcrowded and their patients lacking ‘in
the primary necessities, while the women,
the childfen, and the aged were 6uﬁermg
or’ starving:
He must insist, he said, on provmomng
Adrianoplé to an extent which would ‘meet
the demands of humanity but which “be

aufficient to place the belligerents in ‘a het-
fer - position  than they held when armis-
tice was signed.

Aniong diplomats here the opinion pre-
vails that notwithstanding what the Turks
consider: the ' inacceptable conditions pre-
sented by" the allies and what - the alliea
declared- are terms which cannot be re-
duced, peace ultimately will be' ¢concluded.
It is remarked that the allies and.the
Turks when the armistice was' concluded
were in exactly the same position as the
Russians and the Japanese when the Uni- ’
ted States induced them to adhere to the
Portsmonth conference.
