Board of Trade.

The Board of Trade met this forenoon
to hear the report of their delegates to
the Dominion Board. The report, which
was quite a lenzthy one, was read by the
Seceretary. It contains the report ot the
Committee on Insolvency, as adopted by
the Board. The various subjects dis-
cussed were also referred to. It had been
proposed to memorialize the Government
in regard to a Graving Dock at Quebec.
By the influence of the delegates the
memorial was made to read “for Docks
in the principal ports of the Dominion.”

The discussion on the tariff question,
and reciprocity, with all the other ques-
tions that came up, were referred to.
The President of the Board spoke of the
pleasure which their trip to Ottawa had
given them, and the universal hospitality
with which they had been greeted, and of
the active earnestness of the members
and the interest taken in their delibera-
tions by the members of the Government.
Sheriff Harding also spoke o1 their visit.
It was voted that the report be referred
to -the council, who shall, as soon as
possible, report to the Board. :

Mr. Dunn took the delegates to task
for some of their acts. His especial ob-
ject of attack was Mr. Marshall and his
paper on Canadian Lloyds.

Sherift Harding moved a resolution to
the effect that it was for the interest of
the clty that the Board should be more
generdlly composed of manufacturers
and producers, especially as the framing
of a tariff was of great importance, and
also the necessity for fuller information
in regard to reciprocity. The motion
passed and the President urged the mem-
bers to place the subject of joining the
Board more fully before eligible persons.

‘A communication in reference to. the
Baio Verte Canal was referred to the
Council. e
Mr. Marshall suggested, that at the
meeting of the Dominion Board of Trade
in July, .the Chamber of Commerce of
Newfouncland be invited to attend. The
President promised to remember ana
bring the subject up again,

By request of Mr. L. H. DeVeber the
President vacated his chair, and a vote
of thanks was passed to the delegates.
