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Under the circumstances the Government of 
Poland would like to direct to Canada about 300 persons 
from Portugal. If it could be arranged, their passage 
would be paid for by the Polish Government in pounds 
sterling.

I should be very much obliged if you were good 
enough to let me know the attitude of the Government of 
Canada in this connection at your earliest convenience.
