Before dealing with vllitional land applioatIons it is the \ 
dosire of the Squamish tribe,that the Governments Federal and Provin­
cial ,cause be allowed that the Indians procure areable land now cove­
red by a timber limit,and that provisions be made for the tribe when 
and where necessary to provide them with a timber supply base,for them 
to prooure fire wood.
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
