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MAY CANADIAN WOMEN 

VOTE.
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1. “Can any Canadian woman vote for mem­
bers of the Provincial or the Dominion Parlia­
ments ? ’ ’

No woman is entitled to vote at parliamentary 
elections, either for the Provinces or for the Do­
minion.

1. “Is there municipal suffrage for women in 
all the Provinces of the Dominion ? ’ ’

In Prince Edward Island, Quebec, British Col­
umbia, Alberta and Saskatchewan, only widows 
and spinsters over 21 years of age who own 
property are entitled to the municipal vote.

In New Brunswick and Manitoba all widows and 
spinsters who are ratepayers to any extent have 
the municipal vote.

In Ontario only those widows and spinsters who 
are assessed as owners or occupants of property 
assessed for not less than $400 or income of not 
less than $400.
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
