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has started on the return and a match lighted in 
their usual reckless manner may terminate fatally. 
Thus eternal vigilance should he the motto—raflout 
or ashore.”

BIOGRAPHICAL.

Hut before making further reference to his Diary 
and the confirmation of the depressing news from 
the Lower Manitou, permit me to correct, from re­
liable data, some erroneous historical and other notes 
that have inadvertently crept into Press and private 
reports, touching the early rets nils of this.
