FROM PHELPSTON.

At 1245 a.m., on Friday, 15th inst., the
Angel of Death visited the village of I'!l«»|r,,
ston, and took from our midst a highly
respected  eitizen, a Kind and  indulgent
father, a faithful husband, and an ardent
and devout member of the Roman Catholie
Church, in the person of Mr. Patrick Lottus,
aged 52 years, He was confined to his bed
for six weeks, and, strange to relate, during
that time he was in no ag His discase
was a strange one, as he adually sank in
vitality from the time of his indisposition
till he' beeame a prey to death, He never
once despaired of life during his long illness,
till his spiritual adviser, Rev M. . Gearin,
told him recovery was impossible, when he
became perfectly resigned to his fate, after
being fortified by the last rites of the ehuareh,
The deceased’s name is juseparably associat-
ed with the history of the Township of Flos,
as he spent the most of his lifetime in it, and
was for about twenty years Township Col-
lector. He always took an active interest
in everything that tended towards the pro-
motion of the township’s weifare. The high
esteem and regard in which he was held by
his friends, was fully manifested by the large
number of people, of all ereeds and national-
ities, who assembled on Sunday morning

As Mr. John King's two sons and their
uncle were sawing and eutting wood in the
bush on Friday afternoon, the 15th ult., a
lodged tree fell between the two sawyers,
and struck James King, who happencd to be
trimming a fallen tree of limbs, e was
struck on the back of the head by a huge
limb, which rendered him unconscions, from
which he did not recover betore death
elaimed him for his own, some ten hours
afterwards, The aceident was most deplor-
able, as it was so sudden that it almosl
distracted the parents, who were wholly
llll])l'l'])lll'l’ll for the terrible 1-\'|'nl..

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IRELAND'S STRUGGLE.

N CRIMES.

The records of the Irieh courts coxtinue
to show that smid all the troubles and
suffericgs of Irelacd thereiss wonderful
absence of crime : in fact it may be said
that there are almost no crimes at sll,
except such as are committed by the
police in the outrsges icflicted on the
people, and in the heartless evictions
which are golog on through the eountry
without remiesion. Mr. Justice Holmes,
fo Wexford, complimented the Grsnd Jury
that the county §s “ia a satisfactory state
snd I bope it will long continue to be so.”
There were only five caces in that popu-
lous county to go before the Grand Jary,
snd none were of snch importence as to
eall for any specisl remarks from the
judge. In the city of Cork there was
only one case, the population heing, sa the
judge remarked, “over 100,000, and
that eingle care was not a eerfous one. A
slmilar otate of affairs is reported from
Galway town and county, there being only
thirteen minor cases ou the docket for
prosecation, In Dooegsl there were only
four very ordluary cases before the court
for trial, In every instance the judge
complimented the jury on the total
absence of serfous crime,

A SPECIMEN WITNESS,
Oae of the chief witnesses whose evid-
ence was relied on by the I oudon Fimes
to connect the National Lesgue and the
Irlsh members of Psrliament with out-
reges committed In Ireland, was oue
Thomas Moore Ccffey, a newspaper re-

porter, of Limerick, whose occupation has
been for years to give information to the
police concerning outreges. Belng ex.
amined before the Special Commisasion he
acknowledged that his Informations were
bogus, He testified also that a policeman
pewed Chalk bad promlsed him that be
thould be paid an smount far beyond his
expectatione if he would give evidence
sgainst the Parnellltes, and he accordingly
mude a statement of the most sensational
character : £150 besides a free passage to
Loudun and expenees pald was an induce-
ment which the poor reporter could not
easily reeist. Hisstatement connected two
Irfsh members of Parllament, Me:srs,
Floucane acd Abraham in several bogus
murders and cases of boycotting, implicas-
log slso the Lesgue, Oa the etrength of
the expected evidence of this “most valu-
able witness,” for o Sir Richard Webster
describod him, £115 were sctually paid
him by the Times, But the fate of Plgott
reems to bave unnerved this outrage wan-
ufacturer, and he tried hard not to be
brought into the witness box, Mr
Srames, however, forced him to the
crucial test, and the reenlt wes that Cuffey
testified that hls written siatement was a
complete fabrication. He had purpoesly
made his statement seneatioval, because
he knew that was what was wanted from
him,

Preeiding Juetica Hannen was very
sugry with the witness, and rebnked him
sharply, fizally committing him to prison
for coutempt of court. It seemed to on.
lookers that the anger was caused chiefly by
the witness’ failare to make out an outrage
case, This witneis’ fiaso tends to show
the disreputable means employed by the
Times to ohtain evidence throughout the
crse sgalnst Me, Parnell  The money psid
to him was only aun iostalment of what
wou!d have been pald {f bis evidence had
met the wishes of the Times, and the
offeriog of suck an inducement was as
clearly a cise of subordination aes could
exlat. Yet it ia only one of many glaring
furtances of the same kind slnce the
Spectal Commission began to eit,

This witnees verified the o'd eaylvg “in
vino verstas,” for he was partly Intoxicated
while under examination. But there
appeared some foundation for a etate.
ment which he shouted out as he was
belng taken from the witness hox, that
there were litters at his lodging from
Soames and Shannon which proved that
they knew that hia etory was a false one,
but that etill they urged him to awesr to
it, The court has tak:n possessicn of the
documents.

The Goverrment are introducing into
Eogland the measures by which they
practice Coerclon in Ireland. At a great
open alr meeting In Keneington on the
17¢h ult. & police sergesnt supervised the
proceedings, and a Government short
band writer took notes. The speakers at
tho meeting made no comment on this
uovel proceedirg,

Oa the 21st ult, at Rathmore Coerclon
Court two men, Timothy Connor and

limothy Carey, were sentenced to three
monthe’ jmprieonment each, with hard
labor, on a cherge of resisting the police at
evictions carried out by Lord Kenmare
The evidence did mnot thow that the
accused had done more than shcutivg and
booing at the pulice, and cheerivg for Wm,
O'Brien. Stones Were thrown, however,
by some persons in the erowd, avd the
policemen’s carrlage was struck, At
lipperary, on the same day, eeventoen
men were bound over in thelr cwn recog-
uizsnces, and two in suretica of £5 each,
for burnirg bonfires on the cccasion when
Mr. O'Brien’s clothing was given back to

him, Such are the crimes which the

courts occupy themselves in
punishing in Ireland.

All the efforts of the Government can-
not prevent the soldiers from manifesting
thelr sympatby for the cause of Irelard.
Two troogm of the 4th, Huswers were
sentenced by a military court at Cork to
four montbs’ imprisonment for carrying
lighted tar-barrels in a procession to cele-
beate the relesse of Father Kevnedy from
prison, and a private of the Welsh Regl-
ment got five months for cheering for
Wm, O'Brien on the same oceasion,

The police wera once more outwitted
in Glenhaugh iu Donegal, Eighty police-
men were sent to prevent a public meeting
from teking place, but in spite of their
efforts 2,000 people assembled, and were
addressed by populsr speakers, and the
people dispersed before the police were
aware at all of what was golog on, The
police arrived at the spot only to fiad that
all was over, and as there were no police-
men to create disturbance, everything
pasred off quietly and decoronsly.

Twenty thousand people sttended a
meeting st Sydney, Auetrelis, to con-
gratulate Me. Parnell on bis grand victory
over his slanderers, Sir Thomas Esmonde
snd Mr. Jobn Deasy, muembers of Parlia-
ment, were present and were corcially
welcomed. £1500 were subscribed for the
Parpell Indemnity Fund. The speeches
were eloquent and patriotic. .

Constable P. Evoy re‘igued his position
at Coolykerane on the Lrish nolice force
in consequencs of the inexcussble conduct
of the Government in regard to Father
McFadden.

Before the Speclal Commission Sir
Charles Russell maintained that the pith is
taken from the sccusations against Mr.
Paroell by the evidence that the letters
which constituted the basis of the accuca-
tlon are forgeries. He held that Mr Par-
pell is mot lable, eltber criminally or
otherwise, unless he were a party to
muider and outrage as a part of the agreed
ubjects cf the League. Five members of
the Lesgue were shown to be conpected
with secret organizations, but this did not
compromise whe Leegue, the objact of
which,ae proved by their appeale, is 1o guide
farmers in their dictress. He nointed out
that Mr. Parnell and his fcllowers had
been vilified and mlisrepresented Ilike
Messrs. Biight and Cobden in the esrly
days of thelr reform movement. He
sdded that prominent members of the
League wers in favor of boycotting, which,
up to & certain point, they considered
justifiable and right. Sir Charles declared
that the testimony of the 340 witnesses of
the Times was irrelevant.

the necks of the remaiuder.”

Please permit me to inform youand the
public that the Catholics of Canada do not
recelve their politics from the Vatican,
The Pope is by divine appointment the
Sapreme Judge in morality and religion,
but not in politics, accordirg to Catholic
bellef. That this 1s the Catnolic view is
evident from the position taken from the
Catholic people of ireland, who refused
formally to accept dictation from the Pope
when a few mouths ago the Holy Father
sent a recript to Ireland, which was sup.
posed to have reference to polities purely,
Catholics are not alone in matntatuing
that it is the business of the Church, and
not of the State, to deal with questions of
moial or religlous doctrine, Presbyterians
have this doctrine in their formularies of
falth, and nearly all Protestants hold the
same, It does not change the mattor
that Catholics believe that the decisions
of the Church on these matters are in-
fallible. The Protestants merely sub-
stitute their individual judgment for the
intallible Church, aud the result is the
same, They retuse obedience to the
State in such matters, Why, then,
should Catholics be singled out for public
approbrinum where Protestants are
equally guilty, if guilt there be in the
Catholic belief ?

As you further state that the Quaebec

UNORDAINED PREACHERS.

A Presbyterian minister writes an
earnest letter to the Piesbyterlan Review,
strongly protesting against the practics
frequent among Presbyterlan congrega-
tlone, of inviting unordained students to
supply vacancies before they are llcensed
to preach, The General Assembly enscted
in 1886 that : “No student shall under
ordinary clrcamstances be appoluted to
supply a vacaucy before be is licensed,”
We are told In Acts xiv, 22, that Saints
Paul and Barnabus “ordained priests in
overy church’ as they journeyed on their
Apostolic mission, but if, as Presbyterians
inslet 80 strongly nowadaye, there is no
Apostolic priesthood required in the
Church of Christ, what need s there of
requiring this ordination ? Cannot every
congregation make its own minister when-
ever they find some one whose doctrines
suit their fancy ? May they not take any
one who “hss the glft of the gab very
galloping” 7 Yet though it {s usual with
Presbyterians to make it a matter of re-
proach against the Catholic Church that
she limits the administration of sacraments
snd other clerical fanctions to the clergy,
it appears that Presbyterfan clergy can be
quite as exclusive and eacerdotal, though
ucknowledging that thelr clerical order is
of merely human nstitution, “‘Presbyter,”
the correspondent of the Raview, applies
to the ministerlal office the woras of St.
Paul : “I magoify mine offise,” and “we
are ambassadors of Carlet,” and ssys ; “the
more {t {s respected aud guarded, the more
will be its icflaence for good, and the
wore effisient will it be in the accomplish-
ment of those importaut ends for which
it has been appointed, sad the more honor
will be given him by whom it bhas been
appointed.” While all this is very appli-
cables to a priesthood which can thow i'e
divine appolutment by direct succession
from the Apostles of Chrlst, as the Catho-
lic priesthood can, it s assuming too much
to claim this reverence for a ministry
which derives tts origin only from self-
constituted miolsters, such as the first
Presbytertan olergy certaluly were. There
can be no such valid clsim in a ciergy
which lacks apostolic successfon, Ua-
ordained studente can fulfil the duties of
such clergy just as well at the clerics
themselves, aud indeed the Genmeral
Astembly acknowledges this by stating
that the restriction applies only to “vrdin-
ary clecumstances,”
