Tue Russian Navy.—Frazer's Magazine for
Mny contains an article which, besides describing
the shaliows, the intricacies, and the foruifications
of the Baltic, gives a complete account of the
Russian fleet in both seas. The writer vouches
circuwstantially=dor the accuracy ol his state-
ment, and challenges a comparison with the Eng-.
lish navy list. The Baltc ficet comprises thirty
ships of the line, carrying 2463 guns, of which
eigeteen or lwenty are said to be in a fair condi-
tion and the rest mere hulks. Eight are siationed
at Helsinglors, and the remainder at Cronstadt.—
There are nine sailing frigates with 418 guns,
three of which are in foreign ports—one at R o,
one ot Flushing, and the third on the const of
Biberia. There are eight sailing brige and cor
vettescarrying 160 guns. luarecent number we
mentioned a report that Russia possessed 800
gun-boats in the Baltic. The writer in Frazer
gives a far different account. * The gun-boat
flotiila is in bad condition, and the number does
not exceed fifty boats ; but eighty more were or-
dered to be bniit last autumn.” In addition to
the above there are, belonging to the Baltic fleet,
fifteem schoopners, transports, and luggers; also
fifty or s1xty miscellanecus small cratts, such as
pilot veseels, tenders, yachts, &c. The steam-
fleet compriees ten steamers with 86 guns and
3400 horse power, three of which are at Helsing-
fors, ten small yachts for river purposes with
