Thirty aw» pibst tsab. Reckoning 
from Tibni's death, [compare terse 15.] 
when he began to reign alone. Twelte 
years. Dating from Zimri’s death. [See 
ver8e 29.] He reigned four years with 
Tibni, and eight years alone. Six years. 
The first half of his reign. Tirsah. Ori­
ginally a Canaamtish royal city $ exact 
site not known, perhaps the modern TeU 
luiah, a place in the mountains north of 
Nablus, (Shechem,) about nine miles dis­
tant. The kings Baas ha, Bla, and Ziniri 
lived at Tirzah, and Jeroboam seems to 
have had a palace there.

Samabia. Shemer—tiro talents. See 
Special Exegctical No tee. On the hill. 
Samaria was situated on an oblong 'bill, 
having steep sides rising from a remark­
able basin, and a long flat top. Possess­
ing abondant springs of water, it was ad­
mirably adapted for defenses and, there­
fore, continued to be a royal city until 
the end of the kingdom.

Wbought evil. An expression used 
to describe the character of all the kings 
of Israel after Jrrvboaiti. Did worse. 
The “ statutes of Omri” are spoken of in 
Micah [6. 16] as kep* in his time. That 
he enacted laws for idolâtrons worship, 
And laid the foundation for the worse 
idolatry under Ahab, is highly probable.

Tbb WAT ox J KBonoAM. That is, op­
position to the Jehovah worship from sel. 
fish fear, fostering image worship, observ­
ing a self-appointed feast dfiy instead of 

•the day divinely appointed for that pur­
pose, supporting the false priests' not of 
the line of Levi, and leading the people
into, sin......HU sin. The ealf.wdrship.
...... To provoke—to anger. The express­
ion here used is employed in the Bible 
only in reference to the sin of idolatry, 
and has reference to the second com­
mandment, “ the Lord thy God is a jeal­
ous God,” another form at the same word.
.[See Peat. 32, 21]......Vanities. Nothing-
ness, that is. worship of things which are 
nothing in themselves. " They that ob­
serve lying vanities forsake their own 
mercy.” Jonah 2,6.

Best op thw acts. This record is only 
concerned with the apostasy of Israel, and 
those acts which led to it or helped it on. 
It appears from chap 20, 34, that there 
was war between Israel and Syria of Da­
mascus during the reign of Omri, and 
.that the Syrian king not only captured 
several cities, but obtained the right to 
make^for himself streets in Samaria. His 
might. Valor—brave deeds. Probably 
shown in this war, as well as in the con­
tests with Tibni......Books of the Chroni­
cles. Doubtless one of the original works 
from which the books of Kings was com­
piled, bat not now extant.

Slept with his fathers. A formula 
for death used throughout the books of 
Kings, and less regularly in Chronicles. 
A somewhat similar expression is found
in Gen. 15.15, and in Judges 2,10.......
Buried in S unaria. It was the custom to 

,J»nry kings in their capital city. So Da­
vid and his descendants were buried in 
Jerusalem, (chap. 2,10 ; 2 Kings 12, 20.) 
though no other interment was permitted 
within the walls.

Asa. Rehoboam’s grandson. Thirty 
and eighth year. Asa’s long reign con­
trasts with the short reigns of the wicked 
kings of Ist-ael. Twenty and two years, 
reckoning in the full years of his access­
ion and of his death. Compare chap. 15, 
10, with 22,51.

Evil. The great sin of Ahab, that by 
which be exceeded all hie predecessors, 
was his introduction ofj the very gross 
and positive idolatry of the Canaanitee, 
and its establishment as the religion of 
the State.

A light thing. Sin is never ’* a light 
thing.” It is rebellion against a God of 
holines, power and grace. It brought 
Christ from heaven. Look at Gethse- 
mane and Calvary. Can sin be “ a light 
thing ?’’ Jezebel. The most sinful, as 
she was the most powerful, woman of Old 
Testament times. A heathen, base, cruel 
intriguing, heartless. _ Her name “ be­
came a by-word for false doctrine, idolat­
ry and harlotry in after ages of the 
church.” Zidonians. And king also, in 
all probability, of Tyre. BaaL A 
woman’s influence for good or for evil is 
immense. Ahab’s bad heart clave unto a 
bad companion, and the heart became all 
the weaker and more wicked. Wor­
shipped. Forgetting and defying the 
God of Israel. Bat sin goes from bed to 
worse, and from worse to worse.

Built in Samabia. Permanency in­
sured to this new and infamous idolatry 
by the erection of a bouse of Baal in the

power nad Ahab’e Aaa'
G BOTE. Shaded, silent, solemn, dark 

retreats for heathen mysteries, and for 
the unhallowed and forbidden erne which 
pertained to idolatrous worship. Anger. 
God really haies sin.

Build Jebico. Against God’s express 
command ; under influence of a popular 
diaregaad to God’e law and tbreated pen­
alties ; in imitation of the recklessness 
and boldness of Ahab. Bethelite. All the 
sacred memories of Jacob’s God that clus­
tered about Bethel. Here, too, Abraham 
built his altar. Word ef the Lord, which 
is unalterably and eternally true.
