London, Deec. .26.—An armistice
should be declaréd, says Maximilian
Harden, who writes as follows in
Die Zukunft:

“Whenece, I ask, shall the money:aced.
come to wipe out the war loans, to|

pay for the reconstruction of the
land, for the rebuilding of destroyed
cities and villages, for supplies, for
the decent maintenance of the
crippled, the helpless, the widows,
the orphans?

“A cash indemnity, which, by the
way, would look quite tiny alongside
these tremendous figures, cannot be
hoped for even by the most triumph-
ant victor. As for the levy of a tri-
bute exhorted by occupation lasting
decades, such a thing was possible
in the days of Rome. To-day it is
just as impossible as the realization
of the dream foolishly fostered by
so many, the extinction of whole
races‘and peoples.

“None of the nations caught in
this holocaust can expect any recom-
pense other than such as it produced
by their own savings. Only new
thoughts, noc the old embittered, can
open the gates that lead out of this
hell.

Long-standing Debts

“Let Europe’s war debts become a
treasure of atonement, let the credits
of all belligerents, that is, those
ready to accept arbitration, become
good money guaranteed by all debt-
ors until thg countries weakened by
war can redeem this international
instrument by payment with nation
money, metal or paper.
