Deep sympathy is expressed among the C. N. R. men for 
Conductor McLeod whose daughter, a bright young women, died 
almost suddenly at Battleford on Sunday 3rd inst., and owing 
to the blockade on the north branch he was unable to get home 
till Friday the body being kept till his return.

Miss McLeod was Snpt. Abbott’s stenographer and was visit­
ing at her home, intending to leave for Saskatoon on Monday 
the fourth, to resume her duties. On the Saturday previous 
however she was taken suddenly ill with pneumonia and died 
the day following. Supt. McLeod was in Regina at the time 
and Supt. Abbott wired him the sad and appalling news. Ow­
ing to the tie-up on the line he conld not get home and this 
added to sorrow of the family. Mr. McLeod left hoover on 
relief train on Tuesday and got into Saskatoon orNHbrsday 
evening Where a engine and caboose was waiting to take him to 
Warman the Company having held the main line train seven • 
hours to take him home. The employees of the road sent a 
beautiful wreath. The holding of the train to accommodate 
Conductor McLeod was freely commented on by the men as an 
act of practical kindness which cannot be forgotten.

For some 
time the lumber industry has been under suspicion ow­
ing partly to the series of advances in price that have 
been found necessary and which have been forced by the 
conditionrover which the dealers say they have but little

A Comparison
Oar informant went into a. comparison of cost with re­

gard to the lumber business and he stated that five years 
ago logs- could be had a float for from $2.50 to $4.00; to­
day the mills have to pay as high as $15.00. Five years 
ago men could be hired at the coast for from $30 to $40 
per month bnt to-day lumbermen are glad to get river men 
for $6.00 per day. The cost of manufacture at that time 
was only $1.75 per 1000 but to.day the price has increased 
to $3.00.

These figures were quoted the West to show that the 
raise in price of lumber has only been consistent with 
the increased cost of production and labor has profitted 
by this. It was stated that this firm made more money 
five years ago than they made, last year notwithstanding 
the increased price to consumers.

The lumbermen are not afraid of the investigation said 
he and they will prove that they have only advanced 
prices when they have been compelled to do so. One firm 
out of the combine say that they car^buy lumber in any 
market and known nothing about restriction to certain 
dealers.
