Within twenty-four hours he
has faced both ways on the deal,
double crossing the Premier, with
the resalt that the first minister
is left without an Attorney-Gen-
eral and is facing certain defeat
at the hands of Cushiug’s follow-
ers and his own former supporters
who are now almost to a man
pledged against him,

Attorney-General Cross rsfuses
to reconsider his resignation in
any event, don, Duncan Marsh-
all, Hon, P, E. Lessard and Hon,
W. A, Buchanan have taken no
action thus far.

Premier Rutherford and Hon,
Duncan Marshall are today the
sole remaiuing heads of the ad
ministration. Premier Ruther-
ford is Attorney-General, Minister
of Education and Minister of Rail-
ways., Hon. Duauncan Marsball
will be left with the portfolics of
both Agriculture and Public
Works.

In all probability the followers
of Cushing, commonly' known as
the insurgents and the following
of Cross, the former administra-
tion supporters, will combine to
defeat Rutherford and his ré main-
ing Cabinet in the House today
and one of the most tangled elect-
ions ever held in the history of
Canada will result.
