Provide a plate with
some of the Festavhitening to be had,
and have ready seme- clean warm
water and a picee of flannel, which
dip into the water and squeceze nearly
dry ; then take as much whiting as
will adhere to ity apply to the paint- |
ed surface, when a little rubbing will
instantly remove any dirt or grease.
After which wash the part well with
clownn water, rubbing it dry _with a
s0ft chamois.’ Paint thus cleaned
looks as well gs when first laid on,
without any injury to the most deli-
cate colors. It is far better than,
using soap, and does
more than half the time .m(l labor.—
