The Halifax /erald disavows our
agsumption that it is opposed to the
construction of the Joggins Rail-
way and pledges itself (if we un-
derstand its utterances) that the

promoters of that important work
would receive mere liberal treat-
ment from a Conservative than it
will from the present Liberal ad-
ministration of Nova Scotia. This
is well as far as it goes and we shall
now expect to see the Herald back
up its words by sccuring and giving
publication to the pledges of the
Jocal Conservativeleaders, endorsing
the Herald and specifically commit-
ting themselves to promote the
work. When this 1s done, the Jog-
¢ins Railway people, baving presum-
ably secured the pledges of both
parties can safely lot politics rest.
As long as Mr. Townshend, M. P.,
continued in the Local House, the
promoters could rely upon h‘im as a
proved friend of the enterprise, one
whose influence with his party could
be depended on, and his removal
renders the people of the district
doubly anxious that the influcnce
of Cumberland in the Local Assem-
bly should not be so destroyed as to
delay the work. The pledge of the
Conscrvative party to aid the pro-
jeet will do much to remove this
fear. ’

The Herald says ‘it did not ex-
pect that a journal holding the
relation to the Liberal-Conservative
party that the Post has professed to
hold™ should advoeate Mr. Pipes’
election by acclamation.

The Herald in indulging in this
reflection has forgotten the funda-
mental doctrine of the Liberal-Con-
scrvative party—a principle that
lies at the basis of all good govert-
ment, viz: ¢ With the party and by
tho party for the country.” The
country first; the party second.
The party is not the end, but the
weans, — the instrument through
which not only free responsible gov-
ernment is worked out but far-reach-
ing administrative and legislative
achievements attained. The Lib-
eral-Conservative party of Canada
has never hesitated when the goal
could be more readily reached to|
throw down party boundaries and
“cross lote.” 'The organization of
the party in the beginning was a
patriotic attempt to sccure a great
public end, by the complete obliter-
ation of existing party lines, from
which avese the coalesced Liberal:
Conservative party. When the
party was in opposition (1873-9) Sir
Jobn did not allow his party feeling
to prevent his going across the floor
more tharn once to aid his opponeut,
Mr. Mackenzie, to carry and perfect
public measures that he deemed of
pressing public necessity, though be
tiercby rendered Mr. Mackenzie’s
position vastly more impregnable,
When the izner history of the great
Liberal-Conservative leader’s public
services is written in the future, it
will be found, that acting strictly !
within the magnanimous spirit of
the party motto, he has stepped in
to save the reputation of more than
one opponent, whan the loss of it
would entail discredit on the coun-
try. It is this high-minded and
patriotic sentiment of always plac-
ing country before party that has
conferred on him a publie confidence
for a perind of time unexampled in
Capadian history—and probably in
that of any other country.

Our proposition to let Mi. Pipee
¢o unopposed was based on the sup-
position that the Local Government
as reforraed with Mr. Fielding as
Premicr and Mr. Pipes as Attorney-
Ciencral was piedged in advance to
subsidize the work. bgt-row the
the Ilalifax Ilerald intimates that

Premier, Hon. Mr. Fielding, to deny
it. The challenge of the Herald has
not been aceepted by tho Chrownicle ;

on the contrary the Chronicle is pro-
foundly silent and does not appear
to know anything about it. It is
about time for the Chronicle to wake
up, and show what the Local Gov-
ernment proposes lo do about it
The worst inferences will be drawn
from the Chronicle's continued
silence.

—The 1mmensity of railroad ir-
terests in the United States is strik-
ingly shown by the statement that
for several years past they have
been ¢ expending upon railways one
million dollars for every working
day in the year.” In 1883 there
were built 6,091 miles of railway,
and it was not much of a year for
railway-building either, the average
for some years previously being 1n
the vicinity of 10,000. “‘Up to the
close of the same year tie number of
miles of railway in operation footed
up to 121,591, enough to encircle the
world five times. The aggrezate of
share capital and liabilities for fund-
ed and floating debts of all this rail-
road was $7,495,4'71,311, the actual
cost in money being, however, very
little more than half this amount.
The gross earnings amounted to
over $823,000,000 and the net earn-
ings 1o about §337,000,000, or 9 per
cent. on the capital really invested.
To realize this there had to: be car-
ried 400,000,000 tons of goods, and
312,000,000 passengers, the New
York elevated raiiways being left
out of the account. Pennsylvania
contributed more than a quarter of
the goeds-traffic, sending by rail for
greater or less distances 24} tons
for every man, weman, and child
within her borders. In the passen-
ger traflic, however, Massachusetts
tock the Jead with .")3,000,000 of pas-
sengers, Pennsylvania coming next
with 50,000,000.

EVILS OF TEMPERANCE.

The Federal Council of Switzer-
land is evidently composed of humor-
ists of & high order, though it is
probable that their humor would not
just cemmend itself to ardent sup-
porters of the Scott Act. Some
time ago the varieus cantons of #he
Republie sent up petitiens asking
for legislation against the liquor
traffic. Figures were given showing
that not only was more alcohol con-
sumed in Switzerland than in any
other country in Europe, but that
moreover its consumption was rapid-
ly increasing, bringing in its train a
proportionate iucrease in mental
disease, misery, and want. Inreply
to these petitions the sapient fathers
of the Council have just sent to the
Assembly a lengthy report embody-
ing an alleged official enquiry into
the merits and demerits of the traffic
complained of. The conclusions ar-
rived at may be gathered from the
following sentences : * The practice
of social drinking of spirituoue
liquors brings a cheerful temper into
society, effaces the traces of daily
labor, opons the heart to other im-
prossions, and is intimately associat-
ed with the development of public
life. The public house fosters intel-
lectual activity, and is a remedy
against msanthropy, egotism,vanity,
narrowness of ideas, and extrava-
gance of imagination.” Extraordin-
ary, however, though these utter-
ances may seem, they are fally
rivalled by some of the deliverances
of the Anti-Scott-Act Advocate, pub-
lished -in Seaforth, Ont. According
to this valuable orgaun *enforced
total abstinence makes men lazy,
vicious, sensual, and,j as a conse-
quence, fosters every species eof
secret immorality.” It also ‘‘destroys
the peace and quietness of neigh-
bers.” It promotes * forgeries, se-
ductions, divorces, stealing, embez-
zlement, child-murder,extravagande;
pride, lust, impiety, cant, and by-
pocrisy.” As moreover it ‘““is con-
trary to tke teaching of the Bible,
it will have a tendency to make
young people infidels and unbe-
lievers, and thereby injure their im-
mortal souls.” This is just teo
delicious for aoything. The man
who can put intemperance away up
beside the Bible as an evangelistie
agency and can brand the temper-
ance-lecturer as a propagator of
intidelity has in him a.fervor of im-
agination that our wintry clime is
all unworthy to have within its bor-
ders. He should migrate to the
‘“oorgoous Kast” and there let his
unbridled genius have full scope in
composing an appendix to the Ara-
bian Nights.

—The celcbrated Ontario bribery
case has collapsed. A royal com-
missien selected by Mr. Mowat has
been in session at Toronto during a
considerable portion of the summer,
but the attempt to fasten a charge
of bribery and conspiracy upon the,
political opponents ef the Ontario
premier has resulted in an ignomini-
ous failure. Mr. S. H. DBlake, a
brother of the Opposition leader in
the Commons, has represented Mr.
Mowat in the inquiry, and on Tues-
day of last weck he intimated his
willingness for the commission to
close the case, although several
¢ Tories” charged with eonspiracy
were present and bad not been ex-
amined. Mr. Meredith, leader of
the Opposition in the Ontario Legis-
lature, protested agninst the com-
mission being closed until the con-
duct of Mr. Mowat and his friends
had been investigated. Never werve
the tables more completely turned.
Sir David McPherson. who was said
to have gone to England to escape
and  who was
subpenaed immediately upon his re-
turn, was sworn at his own request
and gave a full denial to all the
cbarges that had been made against
him, winding up hy accusing Mr.
Mowat of making assertions, which
he knew to bo untrue, for a fell
political purpose. Then followed a
scene such as in all probahility was
was  never hefore witnessed in a
similar tribanal.  Mr, Shiclds, Mr,
Carnegie, Mr. Creighton, Mr. Muc-
kintosh, Hon. Mr. Morris and Mr.
Meredith demanded to be heard.
Several others who had been sum-
moned by the prosecution anneunced
their readiness, but were not called.
Mr. Blake complimented Mr. Mere-
dith_on the evidence he had given,
but Mr. Meredith wuas not to be so
easily appeased and announced his
intention of pressing two charges
against the Mowat Government.
These charges are of a serious nature
and if proven will brand the Mowat
cabal withinfamy. The conepiracy
trial has proved a complete ana con-
epicucus failure, and there 18 8
reasonable prospect that Mr, Mowat
and his accomplices may fall into
the pit which they digged for others.

—The petticoat is to the fore in
United States politics. Tho Woman’s
Natinnal Equal Rights party in Cali-
fornia has nominated for the Presid-
ency, Mrs. Belva A. Lockwood, a
lady who is enguged in (he practice
of the law at Washington.

TEMPERANOE AND POLITICS,

The interests of the temperance
cause are in serious dacger frem the
efforts of scalawags to drag in poli-
tical issues for base and selfish ends.
A special despateh to the St. John
Telegraph, in reference to the defeat
of the petition for the repeal of the
Scott Act in Halton, says: * This
is rogarded as a defeat for the Do-

minion Government, whose ani-
mosity to the Act is notorious.”
Then follows a gross charge against
Post Master-General Carling, whioh,
whether true or false, has no bear-
ing on the case except by the impli-
cation that the other members.of
the Government support Mr. Carling
1n his alleged personal opposition to
the Act. It is Adifficult wo believe
that any true friend of temperance
would risk the ruin of the cause by
an attempt te make political capital ;
and it is safe to say that the tem-
perance principles of the man who
tries to make u party triumph of a
Scott Act victory are net above sus-
picion, ne matter how loud his pro-
fessions may be. Temperance re-
form can only be advanced by a
union of the true temperanee men
of both parties. The Toronto Globe
bas long been trying to give a party
bias to the struggle between prohi-
bition and license, and it has a num-
ber of imitators; but they will
strike the temperance cause a severe
blow if they ever succeed in making
it one of the points at issue between
the political parties of the ceuntry.

The Death of Surgeon Black.

We are ‘indebted to Hon. Mr.
Chandler, Secretary of the Nayy, for
the following record of the services
of the late Dr. Clarence E. Black :

March 22, 1872, —Detatched and order-
ed to the U. 8. S. ¢ Lackawana,” Pacific
Station.

May 19, 1875.—Detatched from ¢¢ Lack-
awana ” and placed en waiting orders.

Aug. 80, 1875.—Ordered ‘to the Navy
Yard, New York.

Nov. 24, 1875.—Promoted to Passed
Assistant Surgeon.

April 16.—Dectatched from the Navy
Yard. New York, and ordered to the
Alaska to report the 22nd inst.

May 31, 18756.—Detached and placed on
waiting orders.

July 5, 1878.—Ordered to the Store
Ship “Onward,” at Callao, Peru, per
steamer of the 19th inst., from New York.

Jan. 17, 1881.—Detached from the * On-
ward " and placed on waiting orders.

March 14, 1881.—Ordered to special
duty at Philadelphia Pa., (in the at-
tendance on families of officers.)

May 20, 1881.—Additional duties at
Marine Rendezvous, Phils., Pa.

July 15, 1881. —Detatched from speeial
duty (attending families of officers.)

Aug. 18, 1882.—Additional duties at
Naval Rendezvous, Philadelphia.

Oct. 1, 1882.—Detached from duty at
Philadelphia and placed on waiting orders.

Jan. 12, 1883.—Ordered to the U. S.
Steamer ‘* Tallapoosa.”

Tue Brooklyn Eagle, speaking of
the death of Surgeoen Black says:—

“ Dr. Black was of handsome nhysique,
tall, well proportioned and singularly
modest in his demeancr. As a physician
and surgeon he was tender, tried and true,
and all that lay in his power was done to
alleviate the pangs of physical and mental
suffering. He knew no such thing as
shirking duty, and both in foreign coun-
tries and in his own land he was always to
be found in the time of need. At extract
from a report of Dr. Delavan Bloodgood,
while fleet surgeon of the Asiatic station,
to Rear Admiral T. A, Jenkins, dated flag
ship ¢ Hartford,” Shanghai, June 17, 1873,
is as follows: ¢ On account of his faithful
and zealous attendance upon the sick with
cholera in India, under my personal obser-
vation, and during the time that your flag
was borne on the Lackawanna, I shall

pecially ce d 3! Surgeon
Black to the Bureau of Medical Examin-
ers.” During a period when there was a
panic among even stout hearted men Dr.
Black did heroic service in connection
with his superior officer in staying
the ravages of the dread disease,
Twice he met with a narrow es.
cape from death, first in the instance al-
ready mentioned and second while on the

ship ‘Onward’ off the coast of Peru,

during the war between that country and
the Republic of Chili. A torpedo de-
sigeed to strike one of the ships of the
belligerents deviated from its course and
came near exploding under the bow of the
American man of war. Happily such a
calamity was averted and the entire ship’s
crew and officers were saved. On his re-
turn from South America Dr. Black took
up the study of ophthalmatology, in which
he achieved decided suceess. His last
act in binding the crushed hand of a poor
sailor who wus injured by the collision
cost him his life, but it proved that he was
at his post till death overcame all. His
farewell words as the vessel sank, *I
guess this is the last of Black,’ have a
pathetic e6und to many in this city, New
York and Philadelphia, who will mourn
the loss of a brave officer, a skillful physi-
cian, a kind hearted man and a firm and
devoted friend.”
“In additien te Dr. Black, there
was another Sackville man on
board the ill-fated ** Tallapoosa,”
viz: Mr. Herbert S. Trueman, son of
Mr. Charles Trueman of this place.
Mr. Trueman jeined the Navy in
1883, as a seaman. Six months
after ho was made a petty officer—
placed in charge of the forcastle
starboard watch and from that pro-
moted to the Captaincy of the after-
guard. Mr. Trueman is 23 years of
ago and has been at sea three years.
His father reccived a lettor from
him a few days ago, dated from U.
S. Receiving Ship “ Wabash,”
Boston, in which be states:
¢¢It was a miracle only three of the

crew werc lost, the Doctor, his servant,
and a seaman, who was in my part of the.
ship. * * We did everything we could
to eave all hands but with one hundred
and forty persons on beard and only eight
minutes to get out of our hammocks, I
tell you, it wus sharp work, for the vessel
was only that time from the time she
struck till she was at the bottom. We
had to jump and look out for ourselves.
We are in the Guard Ship ¢ Wabash,”in
Boston, waiting till after the investigation.
* * ¢ | lost nbout $120 worth of clothes.
The Government allows us only $60 for
clothes.”

|Summer Junk;tings.

(By our Junketer.)

Cove Hmap, P. E. 1., Sept. 1884.—A
quartette of us stood beside the wheel
house of the steamer ¢ St. Lawrence,”
moored at the Long Wharf, Point du
Chene, watching the bustle of passengers
and the last of the luggage run on te the
deck below, preparatory for a start for
Summerside, from whence we were bound
for a vacation on the summer Isle of
Prince. Edward. Directly the whistle
blew, the bell rung, the wheels began to
turn, the ropes were thrown off, and
sooner than it takes to write it, we had
backed around the end of the pier, started
akead, leaving the foliage covered banks
of Shediac Cape on (in sea affectation)
the starboard beam and the long low
shores of Aboushaghan on the bow. The
sunshine silently poured down and flicker-
ed the ear-nle of blue sea, sniooth, save
when ruffied by the long converging wash
from our stern, and scarcecly a breath
filled'the sail of a coaster bound up the
coast Richibucto way, while several
mackerel schooners on the fishing grounds
rested lszily without a motion. . We dined
—the popular commander, Capt. Evans,
told us stories of venture and misadven-
ture on the Straits—then a smoke—then a
siesta—then another ringing of bells and
screaming of whistles—and we rubbed
our eyes and looked out and behold a
train of care with engine attached stood
below us on a long wharf, at which we
were already moored, and above through
the abundant foliage om gently rolling
ground, the white, village-town of Sum-
mertide was presented, fronted at the
water by numerous wooden piers, some

laced on rickety piles, some possessing
&Arehounel—lll deserted and silent, as if
the argosies of commerce had forgotten
to purple these slumbrous seas.

We took tickets for Royalty Junetion,
where we supposed we would be expected
by a team that would take us to our des-
tination. Our very kind conductor was
taken quite aback when punching a num-
ber of tickets for Royalty. ¢ What in
the world do you want to be left in the
woode at night,” he said, *‘there is no road
to the station and no one living around.”
But we were out to have a good time and
were not 8o easily deterred, and decided
after & good deal of disputing to carry out
our programme, trusting we would find
some obliging people who would not let
us perish among the bears and wolves.
Well, we arrived in the dark, no enme to
meet us, no road within five miles, and
we concluded to walk on the track till we
came to a road. Taking hastily a bite,
we went on, our ladies leading the way.
It became very dark after half a mile's
walking, when we struck a road and saw
a light in the woods. Like the weary
mariner we steered at once teward it and
were taken with great hospitality into a
farmhouse. As it was too dark to proceed
any farther, we were provided with a
hearty supper and geod beds, and after a
short and sweet rest the owner of the
place, Mr. Sam. Roper, one of the old
English settlers, had his team ready at
five in the morning and took us across
the Island to Cove Head, a ride of about
two hours through a beautiful rich-looking
farming country. We shall never forget
the kindness of Mr. Roper and his family,
who gave us entire strangers such a hearty
welcome. Well, here we are at Cove
Head, the broad Atlantic, the harbor and
bay close by our commodious farmhouse,
managed by Mr. and Mrs. MacMillan
with their sons and danghters. Of course
we did not stay very long in the house,
but went down to the beach and enjoyed a
refreshing surf b In the evening the
male part of our“party went out in a
fishing emack to catch codfish, in which
we succeeded admirably, taking home
over two dozen, although half of the party
were prostrated, the sea wanting its tri-
bute. The next day, Sunday, we drove
to church, but as the heat was very op-
pressive, we cannot give a very correct
account of the text and sermon. So time
passed on the following week. Every
member of the MacMillan family was ex-
ceedingly kind and did all io their power

{to make it comfortable and pleasant to us.

We enjoyed an exeellent table and were
taken out driving or sailing at any time,
the mackerel fishing being the most in-
teresting sport of all. The fish were
rather scarce this year, but I hope that by
this time they have come, and our friends
have made as large & haul and larger yet
than a few weeks ago. Our house was
always fully oecupied with guests, even
by people far away from the States and
the Upper Provinces. Charlottetown peo-
plo drive out very often and stay a day or
two, or longer, so that there is no mono-
tony here as in many of those quiet sea
resorts. At last our time had come and
we had to part. I canmot omit, Mr. Edi-
tor, to direct the atiention of the public
who want to spend some time at the sea-
side, to this place. I have been in many
such places across the ocean and in
this country, but in fact I never found as
much satisfaction as here, and I only won-
der that Point Pleasant House, Ceve
Head, is not better known. Next year
there will be larger accommodatione, as
the number of visitors is increasing every
year. At that time vhe Cape Tormentine
Railroad will be finished, and no such ad-
ventures as we had at Royalty will happen.
I must once more express our thanks te
the McM. family for their exceeding kind-
ness in all regards, and if we are spared,
we surely will be there next summer again
and hope to meet them all.

After a drive of eight miles to York
station, we took tea at the house of our
old friend, the Rev. Mr. Phinney, who is
here very pleasantly situated elose to the
station, so that while at tea we remarked,
no one could miss a train here. There—
mirabile dictu—blows the whistie close by,
and no one ready. Such a screaming,
shouting, laughing, where is my hat,
jumping over fences, ete., etc., I never
have witnessed. As we were seated im
the car, we could not stop laughing for
half un hour; still we did not miss the
train.
