A SCIENTIFC GOLD DIGGER
gers by the Fuleon, which
on L‘udny,m. John
Calvert, » geologist, who been s
in the Australian colonies. Durin, tht’:nc

he has made a geological su of all the mi-
neral districts in Adelaide, Van Dieman’s Land,
Syduey, and New Zealand, and he has brought
back with him a map of the western gold fields
which alone is 30 feet long. He has also a lar
number of drawings some of them valuable in
a scientific point of view and others rh-n'n
and instructive, as giving a sketch of life and
manners at the pkl‘tlﬁ“mp. Mr. Calvert has |
himself heen engaged tor cight years in tra-
cing the auriferous veins and in %mruring gold. l
A short time ago be sent home a block of quartz |
weighing & ton and a half, and he has brought {
with bim in the Faleon 730 nuggets of the pre-
cious metal. One of the pieces weighs 23 Ibs
of pure gold. The amount of gold brought
bome by Mr. Calvert is about 330 pounds
weight gross, between 70 and 80 pounds bein
dross or quarts, more or less mixed with plt
The quantity he ever obtained in one
day was 70 pounds weight which he broke off
with his geological hammer in varying
from half an ounce to two pounds weight. ~ He
had been led to the spot by auriferous indica-
tions, increasing as he came nearer, for a dis-
tance of nearly forty miles. The quarts vein
ran north and south, and was from about 9 to
15 feet in breadth half & mile from where he
robbed it of its precious treasure. It stands
out in large blocks of from 15 to 20 feet in
height, looking in the di like white h
This is distant from Sydney ahout 215
miles, and a long way from any at present
worked gold field. During the latter part of
his residence in Australia Mr. Calvert had a
camp, and three men as assistants, and properly
equipped be reued his scientific survey.
Amongst his d ries he found diamonds,
rusies, and many valuable minerals, in which
the A lian colonies abound. Mr. Calvert
proceeded on Tharsday night direct to London,
where he intends to get his drawings and maps
transferred to canvas, for the purpose of exhi-
biting them as a panorama of the gold felds,
illustrative of a series of lectures.

Mr. Calvert gives a melancholy account of the
state of aflsirs at Melbourne. He says that
during last winter thousands of persons were
encamped on the out skirts of that place lite-
rally s state,of starvation, and sabject to
great sufferi the inclemency of the
weather. Bome working-men were earning at
the rate of 1500 a-yeur, and yet, from the high
price of provisions and other necessaries, they
were barely able to support themselves and
families.
