WEEKLY REVIEW OF TORONTO

PRODUCE.

There cannot be said to have been any increase 
of business since our last. Offerings have been 
so small that there has been very little available 
for trade, and large buyers have not been in­
clined to pay the prices asked for some goods. 
Still the feeling has been firm nearly all over, 
partly in consequence of small supplies and 
partly in sympathy with steady prices outside. 
Holders seem by no means inclined to ^press 
sales citiier nere or elsewhere ; but those who 
are acting on this policy have to remember that 
they are confronted by very large stocks every­
where. Here stocks have increased considerably 
during the week,and stood on Monday mornmgas 
follows:—Flour. 500 bbls.; fall wheat, 53,600 bush.; 
spring wheat. 56,160 bush.: oats. nil. bush.; bar­
ley, 175.781 bush.; peas. 26,590 bush.; rye, nil ; 
against on the corresoonding date last year:— 
Flour. 2,920 bbls.; fall wheat, 228.3U9 bush.; 
spring wheat. 109,879 bush.; oats, 3.474 
bqsh.; barley, 157.279 bush.: peas, 8.988 
bush.; rye. 6.038 bush. English quotations 
show a fali of Id. on spring and No. 1 white fof 
id. on red winter, and 2d. on No. 2 white w heat ; 
and of one h..If penny on corn. But notwith­
standing these reductions the feeling appears to 
have been strengthening during the last three 
days, and to-day wheat is said to be “firmly 
held” at Liverpool. Supplies seem to have been 
decreasing. Imports decreased last week to 190,- 
000 to 195.000 quarters of wheat and 120.000 to 
125.000 bbls. of flour, and home deliveries in 
the 187 towns of registry to 45,000 to 50.000 qrs. 
There was little change in the quantity of 
floor and wheat in transit for the United 
Kingdom on the 7th inst. when it was equal 
to 2,100.000 q-s. of wheat against 2,114.000 on the 
24th nlL, and 2,239,000 in the preceding year. 
Continental advices showed the downward 
movement in France.to be checked, but no gene­
ral revival of demand. Foreign wheat was 
quoted rather lower, but still above the level of 
home-grown. The Paris “term’' market had 
somewhat recovered, values closing fully as high 
as in the preceding week. Millers were restrict­
ing their off grinding but farmers were restrict­

ing prices not being sutfi- 
be-

general tendency for wheat was firmer, and in 
some cases higher prices were quoted. Other 
grain varied but little. At Marseilles wheat 
closed steady, but quiet. Bordeaux also remain­
ed quiet, whilst at Nantes and Havre business 
was very small. At Dunkirk some purchases by 
millers were reported of red winter and No. 1 
California at equal to 41s. 6cL to 42s. per 480 lbs. 
At Marseilles the week’s arrivals amounted to 
10.758 qrs., whilst at Havre and Bordeaux the 
imports were nil. The net Imports of wheat and 
flou.- from August 1 to December 31 were 2,142,- 
280 qrs.. against 2A70.430 qrs. last year. Bel­
gian markets were qui et at unchanged prices; but 
at the close there was rather an improved demand 
at Antwerp, where red winter stood at equal to 
39s. Od. to 39s. 6d. per quarter. Dutch markets 
were quiet and easier. In Germany the north-/ 
cm markets were rather stronger on both wheat 
and rye, though at the close there seems to have 
been a slight reaction. At Hamburg spot wheat 
•was very little enquired after, owing to the Blow- 
sale of flour. Best yellow Holstein and Meck­
lenburg wheat was held at 43s. 6d. to 4tfs. per 504 
lbs. f.o.b. In Southern Germany the feejiug con­
tinued to be very weak. Austro-Hungarian ad­
vices state that at Vienna i Jan. 19) the weather 
was seasonable, and crop prospects'were con­
sidered good. For wheat there was still no ex­
port demand, and prices have further given 
way. with increasing stocks. For autumn de­
livery, liqwcver. there was a better demand. At 
Peath (January 21) the wheat market was quiet, 
and prices rather lower on the spot as well 
as for forward delivery. Rye, barley, and 
oats were also very quiet. At Galatz on the 
22d uit. tlio Danube was still closed by ice and no 
business doing. At Odessa prices of wheat re­
mained Boo high for English markets, and busi­
ness for export was difficult. An annual report 
of the 1st uit states that the crop of wheat in the 
south was below average in both quality and

§ nanti ty, so that good wheat was scarce and 
rm, Bombay advices to January 4th state that 
trade was then quiet, owing to the dull market» 

at home. Crop prospects generally soemca good. 
In the States’ markets prices have been advanc­
ing; out. it is said, for no reason which can yet 
^regarded as permanent. The floods have been 
one cause; the advance In provisions another, 
and a decrease in the vislb.e supply a third. The 
latter may be a legitimate caaie for nrmness. 
but the two former seem simply to nave 
been weapons iu the hands of Chicago manipu­
lators. v\ estern receipts of wheat for last week 
allow a heavy decrease ; but a despatch from 
Milwaukee states that formes are holding wheat 
in country warehouses for an advance in the 
spring. At Milwaukee llour is oulet but firm 
with an increased r: era and, but the advance in 
wheat is said to check trade. The best authori­
ties seem of opinion ihut the upward movement 
irai been the work of manipulation. Indeed one 
New York journal rocs so far as to say that on 
tiatnrday last, “the conduct of the market 
simply indicated the fact that for the time being, 
at least, it is in the hands of the specu­
lators, who engineer the changes to suit 
themselves, without any reference whatever

to-the condition of the foreign markets.” This 
would seem to be corroborated by a report from 
San irancisco which reports wheat “dull of 
sale at easier rates.” Exports of flour and wheat 
from United States seaboard ports and from 
Montreal for the week ending Fob. 9th, 1884. 
amounted to 154,560 bbls. of flour and 1.012.206 
bush, of wheat, against 233.157 bWe. of flonr and 
926.217 bush, of wheat in the corresponding 
week last year. And the visible supply 
of grain, comprising the stocks in granary at the 
principal points of accumulation at lake and
