It is
roposed to push on and opén up the
Koi river to the Chinese frontier
and by invasion of Yunnan to force
the government at Pekin to allow for-
eign goods to enter the coungry through
this channel. By this wieans it is ex-
pected an extemsive trade, entirely in
the bands of French merchants, would
be opened up, which would make settle-
ment at 'fonquin a source of great
wealth to Francs. It is said in London
that M. Ferry inspires the despatches
which come from China and that the
awkward details are suppressed and
that successes are grossly exaggerated,
bat the effect on the popular mind is to
attract the attemtion of the French
nation away from home affairs and to
render it probable that the chambers
when they meet will endorse all the
action taken by the French government
in regard to China. The cowardice of
the Chinese, as displayed at Kinpai,
bas somewhat damped the entbusiasm
of their friends in London who now
believe that Pekin will shortly come to
terms. The French newspapers are
exultant over the successes which bave
attended Admiral Courbet’s efforts in
destroying the defences along the river
in between Foo Chow and the sea.
