and wild excitement have been caus-

ed here by the report that the Ameri-
can and the Mexican legations in Gua-
temala City have been stoned by a
mob of several hundred men instigat-
ed by agents of President Manuel. Es-
trada Cabrera, of Guatemala. There
is evident a strong inclinationsto give
credence to the report, and 1@ official
denial has been made though the fed-
eral authorities refuse to confirm it.
Mexican troops are mobilizing on
the Guatemala frontier, which action
is believed to be highly significant,
although the war department has stat-
ed that the miobilization of troops is
nothing more than a move to insure
striet neutrality and to protect Mexi-
can interests against any remote dan-
ger from irresponsible, marauding
bands. The mobilized force in the
south will be under the command. of
General Antoia Florest, directly - as-
signed to the army by the war depart-
He will be aided by Captain of
Engineers Salas, who has already left
here for the isthmus of Tepauntepec.
Reports are also current here that
Minister Gamboa, representing Mexico
in Guatemala, has left that country
and crossed into Mexican territory as
the result of friction with Cabrera’s
government growing out of telegrams
sent from Mexico to Guatemala re-
lative to the assassination of General
Manuel Barillas. ;

It met with his unfeigned de-
light anid dpproval, but he is in doubt
as to how such a programme could
be carried out.

“]1 am not complaining,” he said,
“but if I was certain about the mat-
ter for the expedition a great burden
would be lifted. Did you ever think
what the detail in preparation for the
invasion of the north means? Infin-
ite are the words which should be
used. If anything is left undone or
anything forgotten after we are actu-
ally away, then it’s too late. We get
along the best we can. Then, and
then only, is my mind at ease. As
we set forth on our long voyage, this
is the first time I may rest. Some
times, so great is my exhaustion, 1
sleep thirty-six hours at a time.”

The Conditions in Beston.

Boston, Mass., April 28.—According
to the labor union officers and busi-
ness agents of workingmen’s organiza-
tions, the industrial situation in New
England on May 1st will be marked
by fewer contests between capital
and labor than for many years. The
building trades unions, the members
of which are unskilled, have request-
el new wage rates in Boston and
vicinty. It is understood that pros-
pects for settlement without a strike
are favorable. The pdinters of
Eastern Massachusetts are.endeavor-
ing to establish a uniform rate «f
$3 a day minimum in Boston, but
