If it is profit
able economy for the consumer to pay
duty. it should also be good economy
for the manufacturer ta pay the duty
he so strongly favors and does =s¢
much to inflict upon the fiscal system
o: the country. The greatest weaknes:
of the system is that its most ardpnt
votaries do not observe it.

SPURIOUS SCHOLARSHIP.

It is asserted on the competent an
thority of the trustees of the Carnegie
Foundation for the Advancement o
Teaching that the American colleges
and even some of the great universi:
tie of the United States are very lax
in the conditions oi scholarship an
training exacted from students enter
ing on their undergraduate courses «
study. In fact the big institution.
have received a hint that unless the
standards of admission are rigorously
adhered to, they will forfeit any
grants made by the Carnegie Founda.
tion. Investigations go to show tha:
a large percentage of students are ad-
mitted annually to various institutions
without having satisfied all the en
trance requirements stipulated in the
college - announcements. ' The colleges
publish catalogues setting forth what
ié ¥equired of students for admission
and then resort to what really i3 sub
terfuge to obtain large classes. Evon
at Harvard, the pride of American
learning, 58 per cent. of the entrants
are. said to be deficient and are ai
mitted as “‘specials.” R

Now it is safe to assert that tho
student who is deficient when he en
ters the university” will be more :o
when- he is graduated. . The .student,
generally speaking, who will not-qual
ify himself for the entranee examina-
tion is, not likely to unduly exert
himself for his finals. He is let loos:
upon the world as an’ educated man,
one whose force of charaeter, scholar
ship and ability have been tested by
sufficient. standards, but he bears a
false label. Naturally he comes into
competition with good men and may
cut them out in numerous busines:
openings. Not content with hurting
the chances of the graduate for a
position of street car conductor cor
harvest hand, he is the primary caus-
of a crop of mock graduates who are
winning their way on the strength «i
college ‘yells they can imitate or the
“lettered” flannels they can flaunt.
In fact there is report of a case re-
cently of a young woman suing for a
divorce because her husband tempted
her to the altar with the statement
that he was a Yale graduate.

Plainly; it is the duty of the state
after disposing of the bogus liquor
man, and the bogus business man te
turn - its. mighty machinery to the
extermination  of the bogus college
man. Colleges should be rigorous in
adhering to high standards of admis-
sion and Spartan diseipline during the
years of training and -undergraduate
life. Those institutions that-have taken
the ‘money of the- Carnegie Founda-
tion and have attempted ‘to gqualiiy
by cooking the curriclum are guilty
of contemptible and dangerous mal-
feasance.- We know the humiliation
that attaches to bauk:- efficials who
haye cooked returns, and the publie
will be as exacting with univarsity
officials’ who exercise fiduciary func-
tions—the highest in the state, When
the publie aske what a real college
mén is they will not take a diploma
far. an answer. - If it will not -accept
the “absolutely pure” degree bestow-
ed upon copperas-steeped cucumber
piekles, how can it be expected to
be uneritical about.the légend on the
B:A'’s sheepskin? If it has enacted
a. pure food law it wil lalso enforce
a “pure brein’” law with brain law
commissioners who will accurately
label-all bogus college men according
to their several degrees and condi-

third, who might be the mayor cr
one of the resident judges, make these
three men a bourd of arbitration and
»oth. parties agree to abide by the
decision of the board? This would re-
lieve the situation at once, give a3
fair a settlement as will likely be ar
rived at by any other method and
nd -.the disturbance in the building
rades of the city. A strike is war,
wrbitration means peace and every
nan who sees these summer days go
by while he is idle through a dispute
vould welcome an honorable settle-
nent of the difficulty which at pre-
ent prevents him going to work. By
tll means let us have a board of arbi-
ration appointed at once.

We would respectiully suggest to
he mayor that he use his good offices
vith the disputants, and ask each
varty to appoint a man, they to agree
pon a third, to prpceed at onece to
ottle the strike that is retarding the
*ity’s progress.

“PROTECTING” THE FARMER.

It is often difficult ior electors, or
ven trained stateemen to separate
solitics and economics from morals;
wut the tariff bill at present hbefore
he United States senate affords an
xample of an occasion when a ques-
ion which is ordinarily -one of eco-
10mics becomes one of morals gs well.
The farmers of this country and the
~onsumers everywhere would do well
o consiler -the inequalities and im-
noralities of methods and results of
lie “‘scientific’’ tarifi-makere of the
Inited States senate, whose praetices
ire of a piece with high tariff protag-
mists in the Canadian parliament.

The “other day ' the eenate dealt
vith the tariffi schedules on food pro-
luctsd.  Here is where the acme of
\ypocrisy and: insincerity is reached.
dere is where the augurs of protéction
vink at each other as they set about
he task of “protecting’’ the farmer.
delying on buecolic innocence the lead-
'rs of the Republican party urged the
iarmer to vote for the grand old party
ind the grand old humbug of the
ariff. Having got his vote they
gravely proceeded “to proteet” his
'orn, wheat, bacon and beef, and ac-
ually introduced into the tariff bill
1 scale of duties imposing an import
tax on these products. The much-
vaunted concern of protectionist sen-
itors for the farmers degenerated into
farce upon the first show of opposi-
ion. Senator Aldrich, who has bul-
‘ed the senate into an acceptance of
he thumping increases on steel, iron,
wool, and cottom, coolly and shame-
‘essly withdrew the proposals oi the
taxes on food products, stating that
there would be mno importation <«f
meats or corn, no matter what the
'uties were; and that there never had
been either under the high duties of
the MeKinley bill, or the low rates of
the Wilson bill. What an unbliushing
confession of the bunco game thai
has always been practiced on the
.armers by the high tariff tinkers
both in United States and Canada!

On the same day that the food
schedules of the tariff bill were aband-
oneéd, the lemon duties were increased
50 per cent. over the Dingley rates.
Aldrich, the bull-dog of protection in
the senaté, refused to modify the
'emon duties even in the face of the
opposition of a statesman of the
calibre of Senator Root. No better ex-
ample could be given of how quickly
- protective - tariff can set up.a do-
mestic monopoly. - California lemons
can be laid down in New York at
génsibly lower.prices than the cheap-
est imported lemons, notwithstanding
the cheaper ocean freights, asagainst
the long overland haul. Though this
.act was cited in the debate the duty
was increased from 80 cents a box
to $1.20 per box. The result is that
the consumers throughout the whole
nation are mulcted and placed at the
mercy of the lemon growers of Cali-
fornia,

It transpires, too, that Aldrich made
a quid pro quo with the <California
senators to win their support for his
thumping duties on steel, iron, woo-
lene and cottons. The steel men and
the lemon men “stood manfully” to
their bargain, and thus is protection
justified of her robber children. Such
methods are those of cormorants.
When tariffs become a matter of bar-
gaining among eelfish and sectional

interests, taxation becomes as much
the.immediate duty of the moral re-
former as of the political economist.
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FRIDAY'S - VOTE.
In the heaviest vote recorded. in

'thé city on money bylaws the rate-
city. Not only do the carpenters and;

payers on Friday endorsed the bylaws
for buying the new hay market site,
for enlarging the site of the present
market-and for assisting in the erec-
tion of the new building for the City
hospital. They also approved the H.
B. site for the hospital building and
the operation of street cars on Sun-
day.

The large vote is the more remark-
able that the bylaws ae a whole were
not very fréely discussed beiore pol-
ling. It may perhaps be an explan-
ation that the hospital site question
and the Sunday car question drew a
large number of voters to the polis
who -would not ‘have gone if only
the monéy bylaws had been on the
list.

It is apparent from the ];eavy vote
that the public of the city want mar-
ket accommodation forthwith. Any
Goubts ‘that may have existed as to
whether or not they were interested
in this matter are now dispelled. I
is up to the council to proceed to the
provision of the facilities authorized
with as little delay as possible. If s
all practicable the hay market should
be put into use in time to allow the
erection of a proper market building
on the ecity market before iall. Ed-*
monton should not be another winter
without a properly housed market
where farm produce may be procured
regardless of the weather.

The Sunday car bylaw carried by a
majority prebably larger than‘ it
most enthusiastic supporters expect
ed, though there was little open op-
position to the proposal, and nothing
in the shape of organized objection
The ratepayer no doubt voted aceord
ing to his own opinion as to the de.
sirability of the ventare. Those who
want the cars and are prepared to
patronize them voted for the bylaw:
those -who opposed the Sunday ca:
on principle, who thought them un-
necessary in Edmonton at this time,
or that they could not be made to
pay their way, voted against it. The
verdict is that more of the ratepayers
declare the cars needed than those tc
the contrary. The duty of the eity
t fficials is to supply the demand as
quickly as practicable.

GET AFTER THEM.

The Calgary people have come to
the conclusion that the “‘boxing con-
test” as exemplified in that city i:

The Edmonton authorities should
take time by the forelock and let the
fraternity understand that this city
is no refuge for what is not good
enough for Calgary. Edmonton does
not covet ‘the distinctioh of becoming
the “fight city” of Alberta and the
time to head off the movement
now. Already the gentlemen whe
formerly . favored Calgary with their
presénce and prowess are flocking
hither. They sould reeeive a warm
reception—at the hands of the police.
It would not be a bad plan either
to follow the hint oi Calgary’s com
missioners, that of puting a prohibi-
tive price on licenses for these exhi-
bitions. For once we might with profit
follow Calgary’s lead.

A PLEASING REFUSAL.

Montreal Gazette—It is pleasing to
learn that the United States naval
department has refused the request
of the Toledo Naval reserves for a
training ship to replace the Essei,
the vessel the force has had at its dis-
poeition for some time, and which has
become a little more than antiquated.
The reason given for the refusal is
that the state department is of opin-
ion that it has gone just as far as it is
advishble to go in placing war ves-
sels on the Great Lakes in view of
the understanding with Great Britain.
Ii thie is the correet cause of the
refusal it is“One reflecting credit upon
the United States authorities. There
is not advantage to be gained by eith-
er country in upsetting the agreement
referred to, and it would be desirable
if its terms were extended so as to
Wipe out even the restricted force per-
mitted, confining it entirely to wves-
sels for fishery and revenue protec-
tion and’ similar purposes. Thia
would, of course, make useless the
naval reserve detachments now in ex-
istence in several United States. cit-
ies, but the loss would not be great
from a defence point of view and
would entail a saving from the finan-
cial. This country and the United
States should be able to get along
on the assumption that war between
them is an improbability not worth
preparing for. Yet if some people
could have their way the frontier
would be lined with forts and the
Great Lakes would float fleets of
Dreadnaughts. #It is, therefore, good
to note that the United States gov-
ernment is prepared to check this dis-
pogition,

HOW WESTERN TRADE GROWS.

Winnipeg Free Press—Although the
imports into Canada during the trade
yvear which ended March 31st last, de-
creased approximately $50,000,000, or
nearly 156 per cent., as compared with
the volume of 1908, nevertheless the
total for the year, as compared with
the total imports for 1900, or just a
decade ago, shows’an increase of 67
per cent. The year just ended shows
the effect of the acute monetary string-
ency of the close of 1907, which re-
sulted iy the enforced diminution of
trade. *h«z indications are that this
ygar’s ‘volume of trade will approxi-
mate that of 1907-8, which showed a
gain in ten years of practically 100
per cent. In Manitoba the increase
of trade, as measured by the foreign!
imports, is 230 per cent. At other'
points iarther west than- Winnipeg
similar increasés are shown. While
the cities of eastern Canada are grad-
ually expanding their commercial re-
lations, western trade centres are mov- |

ing a&head  at double their pace.
