It is the most serious prob­
lem before the people of the United 
States and of Canada. At a dinner 
not long ago Mr. George heard a cap­
italist account for it by the fact that 
the people were not sufficiently eco­
nomical, that they lived too high. "In 
bis case,” said the speaker, "it was 
not the high cost of living, but ‘.he 
cost of high living:” The capitalists 
blame the high cost of living on Ihe 
lack of economy among the masses. 
But how can a man be economical 
when he has barely enough money to 
provide the necessities of life?

Another explanation is offered by 
the political economists, who main­
tain that there is an over-production 
of gold in the world today. According 
to these people, gold, the standard by 
which ail values are measured, is be­
ing produced in ever-increasing quan­
tities. It is. therefore, constantly drop­
ping in yalue, and the value of other 
things is, in consequence, apparently 
rising. But this, While partially trap, 
is not a sufficient explanation. There 
have been alterations in other things, 
too.

Then there is the tariff. “Of all 
the schemes for putting up the price 
of things, the. tariff is the most de­
lightful," said the speaker, and then 
he spoke of the origin of the ’ Word. 
In ancient times there was à port in 
the south of Spain, known as Tariffs. 
From this port the buccaneers of the 
Mediterranean sailed, and to this 
port they Jirought their prizes’. This 
was their headquarters, and here they 
had a fortress. They exacted, a tri­
bute from all the merchants trad­
ing to the Mediterranean, and this 
tribute came to be called "Tariff.” 
“And civilized governments select that 
word for thé benevolent, institution 
that is tfi help us all!” The tariff 
certainly adds to the cost of living, 
but that is not the primary cause of 
the high cost. The «cause goes 
deeper. In England they are, face 
to face with the problem, yet there 
is no tali ft in the British Isles save 
on a few luxuries, and that so low 
as to be negligible.

There must be some deeper cause. 
There is. and that deeper cause is 
land speculation. Land must be 
reckoned as one of the chief factors 
in production, and when production 
is rendered difficult, then prices of 
necessity are raised. There is land 
speculation the world over—In 
France, in Germany, in China, and 
in Japan. “You' can go * to Tokio
